As management of the Lawrence/Broadway Tax increment Redevelopment Project Area {Project), we offer the
readers of the Project's financial statements this narrative overview and analysis of the Project's financial
performance for the year ended December 31, 2012. Please read i in conjunction with the Project’'s financial
statements, which follow this section.

Qverview of the Financial Statements

This discussion and analysis is intended to serve as an introduction o the Project's basic financial statements.
The Project's basic financial statements include three components: 1) government-wide financial statements, 2)
governmental fund financial statements, and 3) notes to the financial statements. This report also contains other
supplementary information concerning the Project’s expenditures by statutory code.

Basic Financial Statements

The basic financial statementis include two kinds of financial statements that present different views of the
Proiect — the Government-Wide Financial Statements and the Governmental Fund Financial Statements. These
financiai statements also inciude the notes fo the financial staiements that explain some of the information in the
financial statements and provide more detail.

Government-Wide Financial Statements

The government-wide financial statements provide both long-term and short-term information about the Project’s
financiat status and use accounting methods similar to those used by private-secter companies. The statement
of net assets includes ail of the project’s assets and liabilities. All of the current year's revenues and expenses
are accounted for in the statement of activities regardiess of when cash is received or paid. The two
government-wide statements report the Project's net assets and how they have changed. Net assets — the
difference between the Project's assets and liabilities — is one way to measure the Proiject’s financial health, or
position.

Governmental Fund Financial Statements

The governmental fund financiai statements provide more detailed information about the Project’s significant
funds — not the Project as a whole. Governmental funds focus on: 1) how cash and other financial assets can
readily be converted to cash flows and 2) the year-end balances that are available for spending. Consequently,
the governmental fund statements provide a detailed short-term view that helps determine whether there are
more financial resources that can be spent in the near future to finance the Project. Because this information
does not encompass the additional long-term focus of the government-wide statements, we provide additional
information at the bottemn of the statements to explain the relationship {or differences) between them.

In addition to the basic financial statements and accompanying notes, this report also presents a schedule of
expenditures by statutory code. This supplementary information follows the notes fo the financial statements.

Condensed Comparative Financial Statements

The condensed comparative financial statements are presented on the following page.

Analysis of Overall Financial Position and Results of Operations

Property tax revenue for the Project was $2,428 155 for the year. This was a decrease of 45 percent over the prior
year. The change in net assets {including other financing uses) produced an increase in net assets of $1,615,718.

The Project's net assets increased by 11 percent from the prior year making available $16,004,0333 of funding to
be provided for purposes of future redevelopment in the Project's designated area.

Reporting Entity

In June 2001, the City of Chicago (City) established the Lawrence/Broadway Tax Ihcrement
Redevelopment Project Area (Project). The area has been established fo finance improvements,
leverage private investmen{ and create and retain jobs. The Project is accounted for within the
special revenue funds of the City.

Government-Wide and Fund Financial Statements

The accompanying financial statements of the Project have been prepared in conformity with
generally accepted accounting principies as prescribed by the Governmental Accounting Standards
Board {GASB). Effective January 2011, GASB Statement No. 54, Fund Balance Reporting and
Governmental Fund Type Definifions, was adopted to enhance the usefulness of fund balance
information by providing clearer fund balance classifications that can be more consistently applied,
by eliminating the reserve component in favor of a restricted classification and by clarifying existing
governmental fund type definitions. The "restricted fund balance” classification is utilized where
amounts are constrained by either externally imposed laws or regulations of other governmenis or
imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation.

Previously, GASB Statement No. 34 (as amended} was implemented and inciuded the following
presentation:

- A Management Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) section providing an analysis of the
Project's overaff financial position and results of operations.

- Government-wide financial statements prepared using the economic resources
measurement focus and the accrual basis of accounting for all the Project's activities.

- Fund financial statements, which focus on the Project's governmental funds current
financial resources measurement focus.

Measurement Focus, Basis of Accourtting and Financial Statements Presentation

The government-wide financial statements are reported using the accrual basis of accounting.
Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded when a lability is incurred
regardiess of the timing of related cash flows. Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the year
for which they are levied.

The governmental fund financial statements are prepared on the modified accrual basis of
accounting with only current assets and liabilities included on the balance sheet. Under the modified
accrual basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual, ie., both
measurable and available to finance expenditures of the current period. Available means collectible
within the current period or soon enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current period.
Property taxes are susceptible to accrual and recognized as a receivable in the year levied. Revenue
recognition is deferred uniess the taxes are received within 60 days subsequent fo year-end.
Expenditures are recorded when the liability is incurred.

Private-sector standards of accounting and financial reporting issued prior to December 1, 1989,
generally are followed in government-wide financial statements to the extent that those standards do
not conflict with or contradict guidance of the Governmental Accounting Standards Board. The City
has elected not to folfow subsequent privaie-sector guidance.

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in
the United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect
the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the
date of the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues and expenses during the
reporting period. Accordingly, actual results could differ from these estimates.

Assefls, Liabilities and Nef Assets
Cash and Investmenis

Cash belonging to the City is generally deposited with the City Treasurer as required by the
Municipal Code of Chicago. The City Comptroller issues warrants for authorized City expenditures
which represent a c¢laim for payment when presented to the City Treasurer. Payment for all City
warrants clearing is made by checks drawn on the City's various operating bank accounts.

The City Treasurer and City Comptrolier share responsibility for investing in authorized investments.
Interest earned on pooled investments is allocated to participating funds based upon their average
combined cash and investment balances.

The City values its investments at fair value or amortized cost. U.S. Government securities
purchased at a price other than par with a maturity of less than one year are reported at amortized
cost,

Capital Assets

Capital assets are not capitalized in the governmental fund but, instead, are charged as current
expenditures when purchased. The Government-wide financial statements (i.e., the statement of net
assets and the statement of changes in net assets) of the City includes the capital assets and related
depreciation, if any, of the Project in which ownership of the capital asset will remain with the City
{i.e. infrastructure, or municipal building). All other construction will be expensed in both the
government-wide financial statements and the governmental fund as the City nor Project will retain
the right of ownership.

Stewardship, Compliance and Accountability

litinois Tax Increment Redevelopment Alfocation Act Compliance

The Project's expenditures include reimbursements for various eligible costs as described in
subsection {q} of Section 11-74.4-3 of the lllincis Tax Increment Redevelopment Allocation Act and
the Redevelopment Agreement relating specifically to the Project. Eligible costs include but are not
limited to survey, property assembly, rehabilitation, public infrastructure, financing and relocation
costs.

Reimbursements

Reimbursements, if any, are made to the developer for project costs, as public improvements are
completed and pass City inspection.

Note 2 — Surplus Distribution

in December 2011, the City declared a surpius within the fund balance of the Project in the amount of
$473,000. In June 2012, the surplus funds were sent to the Cook County Treasurer's Office to be
redistributed to the various taxing agencies.

Note 3 ~ Commitments
The City has pledged certain amounts sclely from available excess incremental taxes to provide
financial assistance to a developer under the terms of a redevelopment agreement for the purpose of

paying costs of certain eligible redevelopment project costs.

As of December 31, 2012 the Project has entered into contracts for approximately $40,000 for services
and construction projects.
