CHICAGD CUMULATIVE IMPACT ASSESSMENT

COMMUNITY INPUT SUMMARY - KEY FINDINGS

The City of Chicago and community partners are working on the first city-wide Cumulative
Impact Assessment to describe how environmental, health and social stressors affect our
communities, and to identify neighborhoods that experience the greatest impacts.

As a stanting point, environmental justice leaders and advocates called upon the City to review input already
provided by people living in community areas most affected by industrial development - primarily lower-income,
Black and Latinx neighborhoods on the South and West sides of Chicago. For years, community members have
provided comments on permitling and zoning decisions, regulations, and City plans. We analyzed this
qualitative data to better understand the lived experience of cumulative impacts and described our findings in
the Community Input Summary. Here are some key take-aways we received from ad and the
community that will shape how we approach the Cumulative Impact A and the dati
that follow from it.
