	District Council Member Updates: Introductions of Positions

1. Councilor Kline (Community Engagement) spoke about her multiple community endeavors, including:

Meeting with Betty Curry, who is the local Hyde Park community leader and how citizens of that community have banded together in order to ensure a safer Halloween than years past.

Meeting with the Eric Williams who is the proprietor and owner of the Silver Room, and if it would be possible if the council could hold its monthly meeting and one of his locations, which he agreed to help occur.

An organization she is affiliated with called "Neighbors who Vote" and their efforts to increase voter participation, the effects that incoming migrants were having on the community, and their advocation for more community services for all.

Participation in the Lindbloom Academy High School LSC, where she informed them of the current District Councils and how parents and other community members whose children attended, could learn more about the DC and its mission.

Attended town hall and fund raiser for Fifth Ward Alderman Desmon Yancy, where housing, care, and funding for incoming migrants were discussed, and the impact that this situation was having on the needs of local voters and citizens.

Attended the League of Women Voters.

Councilor Lee (Nominating Committee) spoke about the Nominating Committee's progress, including:

Nominating application release date of January, 2024.

Meeting dates and requests for applicants, once application is released.

Structure and breakdown of the nominating committee rubric, questions and qualifications that the committee will be looking for in applicants, and decidedly how the application will be carried out to ensure fairness and transparency.

Councilor Perez (Chairperson) spoke about improving the bylaws of the Second District, as well as:

Attempts to meet with CPD leadership in order to establish a solid relationship and improve communications with officers.
Updates on the ongoing attempted arbitration challenge, which a vast majority of district council members oppose as it would allow for officers who are charged with more serious offenses, to have their cases ruled on in private by an independent arbitrator. This would negate transparency and undermine the districts efforts of reform.

Ongoing migrant issues and how citizens can volunteer to help.

Request for citizens to submit feedback forms on DC members.


	Discussions: Summary of discussions:

1. Council Chair Perez introduced an amendment to the Second District bylaws, that would hold DC members accountable for multiple absences and a failure to properly conduct the people's business within the district. Failure to attend DC meetings over multiple months will result in a voice of "No Confidence) by other members who are present (Due to more discussion needed on this amendment, it was postponed for a later date in order for clearer wording and more clarity).
