	Discussions: Summary of discussions:

1. What are the DC priorities as it relates to public safety, violence prevention, the increase in shootings, and collaboration with police/community groups that can help curb violence?

2. Concerns about a property development between the blocks of 48th & 49th streets on Drexel Blvd, which has been under construction for the past two years and currently has unverified residents illegally living on the premises and using narcotics. The developer has not taken steps to properly provide personnel to secure the property, or make it inaccessible. 

3. For future meetings, it was mentioned that more information be handed out about the Community Commission on Public Safety and Accountability (CCPSA) mission, purpose, and the agenda of the future 22 nominating committee members.

4. More security for Mandrake Park.

5. DaJuan Warren provided information about the National Alliance on Mental Health, Chicago chapter (NAMI Chicago). NAMI Chicago provides crisis intervention training for the Chicago Police Department, in order to lessen violent interactions with residents engaged in a mental health crisis. He also explained about the organizations abilities to provide free mental health support groups to adults via in person or over their virtual platform, and how to contact the new 988 mental health crisis line which will be available in October.
