	Public Comment: Alonzo Lee - Co-Coordinator for Lepenseur Youth and Family Services, also the southside coordinator for NAEFI, and case manager for TASK spoke on his work within the community for violence prevention, re-entry assistance, job readiness training for the youth, and assisting with building his community in all aspects. Alonzo spoke on his desire to bridge the gap between the community and officials. To ensure that officials speak on their efforts within the community to make the community better in all aspects. Alonzo also shared the information on his peace circles held on Thursdays, and mental health workshops held on Wednesdays.



Lovie Bernard - showed appreciation for the peacekeepers and all the work they do in the 004th district. She asked that community residents stay after the meeting to network with Alonzo and his colleagues.



Patrick Bose - of Claretian Associates Building Community in South Chicago, spoke on his foundations efforts in the community to advocate for positive change. He also spoke of his foundation that teaches financial literacy to youth in the community.



Ed Ellis - Spoke on his concern for better communication between the District Councilors, foundations represented, and the residents. He expressed the desire to assist the council and the foundations represented at the meeting.



Benny Lee - Founder of The National Alliance for the Empowerment of the Formally Incarcerated. Explained the history of NAEFI and his reasons for starting the foundation. Benny trains companies on how to be most effective with hiring the formally incarcerated, while also training the formally incarcerated on re-entry into the workforce. He spoke on his meeting with the city requesting better tracking of grants and funding being offered to foundations for the assistance of the formally incarcerated.



Robert White - spoke on his appreciation for the collective efforts to assist the community in all ways needed. He spoke on his background in gang intervention, gun violence intervention, substance abuse assistance programs, and trauma informed circles. He expressed that no life is worth giving up on, and again how thankful he is for all the collective efforts to advocate for positive change.

	Discussions: Summary of discussions

     The 004th Police District Community Organizer Ed Stanford spoke on continuing to build a great relationship with the District Councilors. Also, his plans to support them in any way that he can. Ed shared 004th district information with the residents such as the "Walk the Block" initiative, and the Youth forum held on 4-6-24 at Olive Harvey College 11:00 am - 2:00 pm. Also, the Community Briefing (the sharing of the community management report) every Friday at 12:00 pm over zoom presented by the 004th district command staff, alongside of the 004th police districts Strategic Decision and Support Center that monitor the shot spotter app and all Camaras in the 004th district. Ed shared the information on the Townhall meeting on 4-12-24, and the beat facilitator workshop coming soon.

     Ed spoke on the need for public Safety Vendors and the training being offered to teach vendors how to register with the city. He also shared the information on the coffee with the commander and alderman Pete Chico at the McDonalds on 92nd and Commercial. He also explained the Illinois Violent Crime reimbursement program for those affected by violent crimes in Illinois. Ed then wrapped up his presentation by informing the residents of the Vehicle safety date where Chicago police will be painting and engraving catalytic converters to prevent theft.
