Thomas McMahon gave nominating meeting updates concerning the commissioner surveys created for the community to express what they want to see in a commissioner. Thomas McMahon also explained the working groups within the nominating committee's flow charts, commissioners application dates, application process, and powers of the commission.
	Discussions: Summary of discussions



Bobby Douglas spoke on the District Councils being great and having a great opportunity to help with police accountability, and public safety. Mr. Douglas also explained how he began on the wrong side of the law but now he is a advocate for public change.



COPA representative Mackenzie Thurman spoke on the history of COPA, as well as duties and responsibilities. He also spoke on powers of COPA and policies including time restrictions for releasing all footage and reports involving police misconduct. Mackenzie Thurman also explained to the community the many ways to report police misconduct, as well as give compliments of great treatment by police officers. He then explained some COPA programs for the community such as COPA Academy for adults and youth where they go through and are taught the step-by-step process COPA has to go thru in handling cases of police misconduct. He answered several questions from residents such as police being on the force that are a part of radical and non-radical racist groups and the difference between BIA, Police Board, the Commission, and COPA. He also explained to the residents the process of making a complaint and what happens after the complaint is made. Mackenzie ended with speaking in great detail about the research and analyst department COPA has added.
