	District Council Member Updates: Tom McMahon and Ponchita Moore will be attending Teen Summit on June 30, 2025: Location: Christ Universal Temple, 119th & Ashland (Clarified as "Christ Temple"). The District Council will have an information table. Open invitation to participate, particularly encouraging youth participation. 



Announcements Quarterly Citywide Meeting: Held on June 9, 2025, with all DCs from around the city: Main focus topics: 1. District Strategic Plans (DSP) 2. Workforce Allocation Committees established for both; reports are expected in about a month. 

Nominating Committee: At least three (possibly four) upcoming commission vacancies anticipated for next year. Need for two youth members and two North siders (total minimum of three, possibly four positions). Time frame for application/resume submission likely to begin December 2025. No final timeline set. The committee has held its first meeting to start preparations


	Discussions: Strategic Plan Presentation/Overview of District Strategic Plans (DSP)

The fifth district strategic plan is active and under review. 2024-2025 Priority Areas: 1. Shootings: Hotspot: Michigan, Harvard, 107th to 119th (middle of district). 2. Robberies: Focus Area: 20 sectors out south. 3. Loitering and Drug Sales: Intersection: 111th and State.

Annual Review: Plans are per district, set yearly, and include crime reduction strategies and community engagement. Departments are required to report on progress; a mid-year (six month) report is mandated by special order. 

Community Engagement Component: CPD must outreach and engage communities as part of the DSP process. Council opinions suggest CPD should hold at least three annual engagement meetings rather than the current two.

Reports from CPD must be published quarterly, but none seen yet; follow-up with the district commander is planned. A six-month report is expected to be ready for the council's July meeting.

DSP Development Process Steps: 1. Initial community conversation. 2. Plan overview creation. 3. Second community conversation (feedback loop). 4. Plan finalization. 5. Publishing relevant sections. 

Citywide Consistency: Every district follows this format. Plan Components Problem Solving & Crime Priorities: Identified based on crime location, types, and resource needs.

Community Engagement Priority: Currently considered a weak point for CPD; need for enhanced outreach.

Resource Allocation: Public accountability demanded regarding what and how resources are deployed.

Metrics & Transparency: Plans should be accessible/understandable, with clear progress metrics.

DCs are pushing for more transparent tracking and reporting. Commission/Policy Updates The police oversight commission is tasking the superintendent with overhauling the DSP process to increase meaningful input from district councils (DCs). This broadens the opportunity for DCs and community members to influence/suggest priorities and methods, and the council is encouraged to take a more active role.
