Public Comment

Chairman Eric Russell opened the meeting with a moment of silence for the father of
council member Aisha Humphries who'’s father passed since our last meeting.

Resident Harriet Evans of 75th and Rhodes talked about recent partying (consisting of
loud music and drinking of alcohol) in the vacant lot on the corner of 75th and Rhodes.
She atributed to the unseasonalbly warm weather and worried about it starting up
again. In 2022 she had a stray bullet enter her home from an incident on the corner.




Approval of Minutes
Minutes are approved by the second regular meeting after they are taken.

There was no approval of minutes from previous meetings.

District Council Member Updates

Council member David Boykin gave an updae from the latest meeting held by the office
of Business Affairs and Consumer Protection meetings on Happy Liquors at which the
store was directed by the city’s attorney Pamela Spann, who conducts these meetings
to resolve issues between businesses and communiyt members, to engage armed
security guards. The owner, Mr. Basil, Said he did not want to have guns in his store
and that he never had armed security. It was not resolved in the meeting.

Council member Eric Russell discussed the mayors recent decision to extend the city’s
use of shot spotter beyond its expiration date in February to September.

He also discussed the nominating process for the Community Commission of Public
Safety and Accountability with great assistance from resident Sandra Wortham who has
been very informed about the issue through her own efforts and her discussion with
council member Aisha Humphries.




Discussions

There was much discussion about shotspotter concerning whether it should be retained
by the city or discontinued with spirited arguments both for it and against it.

Resident Willie Osborne disscussed a concern over patrons from the Liquorice Lounge
on 87th street engageing in disturbance of peace violations and other unwarranted
behavior outside the bar. He cited a recent incident of a patron urinating on his
neighbors property.

Council Member Eric Russel offered to speak to the owner about the issue and felt
confident that the business could resolve the issue.




Votes

There were no votes taken at this meeting other than council member Boykin motioning
to adjourn the meeting at 7:30. It was seconded by Eric Russell and passed.
