District Council Member Updates

Aisha Humphries gave update from CCPSA meeting with District Council
representatives about priorities for the year to focus on in their goal setting for the year.
Highlights included a workforce allocation survey for the CPD and coming into
compliance with the consent decree. Aisha Humphries said that she wanted to talk
more about how our district council will engage the residents in taking an active role in
addressing the community concerns at upcoming meetings.

Aisha Humphries announced the resignation of Chairman Eric Russel which will take
effect May 31st. She also discussed the process for filling a vacancy

Council member David Boykin gave an updae from the latest meeting held by the office
of Business Affairs and Consumer Protection meetings on Happy Liquors to resolve
issues between business and community members. He shared the date of the next
meeting, February 13th at 11am and encouoraged residents to attend and share any
information regarding their concerns with the store at the meeting. He shared
information from COPA summary reports of civilian complaints against police officers
filed from the 6th district for November, December and January. Promised to share the
reports in an email to the attendants a tthe meeting.




Discussions

We discussed the process of filling vacancies on the council in light of Eric Russell’s
announced retirement.

We discussed the District Council’s list of priorities that have been shared with the
Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountabillity that they want them to
focus on in their annual goals.

We discussed the Fraternal Order of Police arbitration issue.

Aisha Humphries discussed warming centers in the community in response to a
community member expressing concern about park districts in the district being
comverted into warming sites for migrants. They are not. She directed residents to talk
to their alderman regarding the migrant issue.

There was a discussion of an incident at 79th and King Drive where some people were
being evicted and the tenants got agressive and there are a lot of belongings in the
street. Aisha Humphries talked about efforts we can make to catalogue the status of
vacant buildings in the district and amking sure that they are registered and boarded

up.
