David Boykin gave updates from community engagement. Talked about a planned District Council info-session event planned for Sunday October 29 at Thurgood Marshall Library.



Aisha Humphries gave update from recent nominating committee meeting. Explained flyer she passed out asking community members what qualities and requirements a commissioner should have and outlining the responsibilities of a commissioner. She fielded questions regarding the process of trying to fill the vacancies on the commission.
	Discussions: Summary of discussions



A community member raised the question of whether the 6th Police District's Community Organizer should be present at the District Council Meetings and suggested that they should.



Damon Smith the Deputy Director for District Councils was present and spoke giving an overview of the Commission and the District Councils. He spoke a little more in detail avbout the nomination process for the Commission. He spoke about the roles of the district councils. He spoke about the challenges they face as a newly created civic body. He fielded questions from the audience regarding the work of the councils and commission and the Open Meetings Act. 



Aisha gave an update from a emergency meeting on her beat as a result of recent armed robberies in the 6th Districct, two of which resulted in murders. She asked for better communication from the 6th District Police office especially community alerts. Captain Deane from the District said they they put out alerts when there is a pattern. It was suggested that aldermen send out alerts. Community members discussed other ways to get more information out to the community. 



Discussed process for sending out notification to the community of District Council Meetings and Alderpersons’participation in the meetings. The photographer for 21st Ward alderperson Ronnie Mosley, Lynette Worthington was present at the meeting and explained that all alderman have monday night as constituent night. Other conflicts with other community meetings were discussed.
