David Boykin motioned for the approval of the August 6th meeting minutes which was
seconded by Aisha Humphries and passed unanimously.

District Council Member Updates

Eric Russell gave an update on the passing of the Pretrial fairness act which abolished
cash bail in lllinois.

David Boykin spoke about his compiling email list and sending out notices to invite
community members to meetings. He also spoke about strategizing to increase the
attendance at the monthly meetings and plans for doing some tabling throughout the
district. He finally spoke about attending meetings, ralies and press conferences
around the issue of the Fraternal Order of Police's contract negotiations and request
for arbitration instead of having its cases heard by the police board.

Aisha Humphries shared updates that we had set a goal to get more data aound
staffing of police in the district and the clearance rate of crimes in the district. She said
she has had a lot of meetings with experts who study this and her trying to get an
understanding of exactly what data to ask for to substantiate the police district's claim
that they are understaffed.

Sargeant Davis spoke to being understaffed by officers retiring and officers having off
days cancelled to help in other districts.

Aisha Humphries also spoke about the nominating committee's efforts to figure out
how to find and hire new commissioners.
