	District Council Member Updates: --Chair: Attended the training on Chicago's police oversight system put on for DCs.

--Nom Com--Dion: A rep from GKMC has come to our meeting. They were having a toy giveaway on 20th of December. CSX, a local church, and GKM did the drive. Met the pastor and the community engagement person from CSX. Jan 4th attended 14th DC meeting with other DCs. A group of DCs have sent a letter to councilor Orlikoff asking for him to resign; Free2Move had a strategic planning meeting about pre-textual stops. I think that it's important to remember that the stop-and-frisk issues started in Englewood, this seems to be the continuation. It seems like the extent of time spent on stops is not resulting in success. Excited for the listening session to start; Attended TeamWorkEnglewood's Quality of Life planning gathering. Met with residents and local leaders from some of the non-profits; Last week I met with Sgt McBroom who I believe is one of the community engagement officers. We met about the idea of having a community circle that would involve the court, the DC, the police, and the public. I also attended the CPD's community conversations. Sgt McBroom likes the idea of the conversation. I'd like to discuss in Feburary if we want to hold this circle. Perhaps at an organization liek RAGE or TeamWorkEnglewood. We want to let the restorative justice folks can attend and lead. I'm thinking this could take-off in April.
