	Public Comment: Bryan Ramson - District Councilor in 11th District. Wanted to ask what the primary safety concern in Englewood is. In the 11th District, it is open air drug markets. Attendees acknowledged there are drug commerce hot spots, but that is not the primary safety concern in Englewood. Attending offers agreed. No one went so far as to say what the #1 concern is. This may be a topic for a survey in the future. 



Dorothy Burris - offered concern that there is often loud music, partying and additional activities that oten go unchecked between the hours of 12am and 5pm at the intersection of 71st and Horne. Officers in attendance made note, but this should be followd up by the council with Ms. Burris to see if there has been any improvement, and if not, encourage her to follow up with the district and follow up on her behalf. 




	District Council Member Updates: Councilor Williams has continued attending community events and engaging with community members. Coucilor Williams attended the grand opening of the Englewood Breakroom (1539 W 63rd St), as well as the Stop The Violence Event featuring KRS-ONE. 



Councilor Williams also gave a shout out to the community engagement by the 7th District police officers. 



Councilor Chandler has continued doing the logisitics for the council, including securing meeting locations, and making sure all of the compliance paperwork is done.  



Councilor Mcgill has continued attending community events, and was also at the Englewood Breakroom grand opening and the Stop The Violence event.  



Councilor Mcgill gave a nominating committee update. The nominating committee had it's first meeting, quickly followed by the southside workgroup this past Saturday. The next Nominating Committee meeting is August 19th, location TBD. 



The Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountability have given 3 names to Mayor Brandon Johnson to choose from for the new CPD Superintendent. Brandon Johnson has 30 days to choose a person, or the process will have to continue to procure 3 new candidates. 






	Discussions: Cecile De Mello, Executive Director of Teamwork Englewood, gave a presentation on takeaways from a community policing conference she recently attended. Many large cities are exploring the idea of using social workers and nonprofit personnel to answer non-violent calls and situations, many of the tenets offered in the Treatment Not Trauma ordinance here in Chicago. 



Additionally, Cecile will continue exploring these concepts and will update the council and community. Also, she will share her presentation and we will add it to the resource section of the 7th District Council webpage as soon as possible (https://chicago.gov/city/en/depts/ccpsa/supp_info/district-council-pages/DC007.html)



Cecile also mentioned taht Teamwork Englewood has personnel who will elevate 311 calls who go unanswered. 



Councilor Williams offered two ideas:

Englewood would be well served by 24 hour violence intervention coverage across nonprofits in the community. Perhaps this is a topic to explore. 



Also, as so many guns are confiscated by CPD and some become hard to keep track of, perhaps the city could start melting down the guns for some future use to be determined. 



A community member menteiond an app that he has developed for community uplift named CupLift. To quote the Apple store description: " Join the movement to revitalize you community. CupLift is a one source platform that provides opportunities and resoruces for communities globally. Create community service projects, community service hour opportunities, fundraising events, donations, sponsorship, grants, crowd volunteer efforst, and work experience through CupLift. 



District Councilor Rosie Dominguez also mentioned that her district has a High Risk Intervention call weekly. If District 7 has one, this may be a good information source fo the council. Will pass on this inquiry to Councilor Williams (Community Engagement).
