Three residents made public comment: time alloted 2min

resident #1 comments/question: will/and how surveys be shared with 008th District
community members for the chace to participate. Will a link or QR code be shared via
social media, also will these surveys be translated to Spanish, Polish, and Arabic?
How are officers distributed throughout the city and ultimately the 008th District?
Resident also mentioned a community event, a 5K at Marquette Park July 22, 2023.

resident #2 comment: concern with the influx of asylum seekers and the support the
city is providing for asylum seekers housed in police districts, comment was made
about people standing outside in the rain. resident suggested improving
communication between community and police and possibly cultural awareness
trainings for asylum seekers to support thier process of transition.

resident #3 comment: Let's acknowledge that migrants/asylum seekers are here and
we as a "safe haven city" should be supportive, not using athority to take advantage of
vulnerable people. Commenter said "l have been a victim of assult and the assults
coming from the 010th Dist. should not be ignored, the reason for this council is to
build a bridge between police and community" commenter expressed that the city
needs to recognize there is a power dynamic and this is a piblic safety issue, there is a
need to bridge the gap.

District Council Member Updates

Summary of the monthly update from each member of the District Council

All 3 DC's shared a little about themselves, personal history of work they have done in
the 008th district and how they have contributed to thier communties. the three of
them also shared what they do for a living full-time.

Albert Cacciottolo gave a brief update on the first Nominating Committee meeting.
informing the community that anyoen who would like to apply for to become a
Commsioner will need 10yrs experience, info on voting to have 4 working groups who
will be reviewing applications. Al also briefly mentioned the interviewing process.

Community outreach coordinator shared with residents that the application is NOT yet
live.

Jason mentioned that DC's will engange with more community events by attendance
to raise awareness of the DC's and the monthly meetings.




Discussions

Summary of discussions

Commander Spreyne was present (on this day commander is currently on vaction)
and gave updates from the June meeting questions/concerns, he also responded to
today'ss comments about Asylum seekers being outside during last weekends rain
storms.

"Individuals are free to go outside or be inside as they please no one is asked to go
outside or directed to stay inside, CPD is not keeping track of indivuduals/asylum
seekers housed in the 008th district they are free to come and go as they please as
long as there is no safety concern”. Commander shared there are anywhere from
20-40 Asylum seekers/migrants staying at the 008th Distrist Police station at any given
time, there are about 400 migrant/asylum seekers currently staying at Daley College
and he is not sure where they will be moved to once classes for the city colleges
resume next month.

Commander commented on how officers are spread out over the 008th district with a
resident population of 250,000 and 300 officers, there are 3 large sectors for which
commander does the best he can to spread officers throughout those 3 sectors
geographically this can vary on different area needs.

Commander also reported on a June question about 911 response times: 911
response times can depend on how the dispatcher prioritzes the call and when it is
dispatched, commander doesnt have the metrics to determine the delay in calls to
service.

One resident shared that she can support with translation, possibily for Spanish,
Polish, and Arabic.
