Discussions

Speaker 1: Executive Director to abolish people’ s cameras. There is a so-called pilot program without
any wide scope community input. These are predominantly in black communities and gives power to
the police and wants us to trust them. CPD has a serious history problem. They are wrongfully giving
more police power to the police and this will hurt black men.

COPA - Mediation Program, Daisha Muhammad

The Consent Decree is a mandated program for community involvement

Give voice to the community member and to the officer

We also want to build trustworthiness

Treat folks with respect

Seek to increase efficiency of trustworthiness and restorative justice

You can file a complaint with CPD, but COPA processes the complaints

Provide a neutral location, identify potential causes, opportunities to better understand the
responsibilities of law enforcement, opportunities to understand how police actions may affect
interactions with community members

Demonstrates the desire to provide accountability for police actions

COPA makes a mediations referral within 60 days within the complaint coming in

Complaints under BIA’ s jurisdiction will undergo a preliminary review within 30 business days of
receiving notice of eligibility

Target goal to complete mediation is 150 days from the date the complaint was initiated

Use of force that does not result in death or serious bodily injury and not otherwise ineligible 4th
amendment complaints not eligible

Program Eligibility: perceived bias, harassment, failure to provide service/neglect of duty, discourteous
treatment/unprofessionalism, unnecessary physical contact, use of force that does not result in death or
serious bodily injury and not otherwise ineligible, 4th Amendment violation complaints not otherwise
ineligible
