- Fight discrimination in the City of Chicago

- Proactive section and reactive section

- Complaints can be filed for free at the Commission, online or at the office
- Norman works with hate crimes and he does the victim support

- Notification of hate crime is then alerted to the local alderman

- Hate Crime Pilot Program — operate under the assumption that most hate crimes
aren’ treported

- Partnered with community agencies throughout the city. Police will come out and
take that report.

- We also have a new podcast and invite people/heroes that live in our communities
where people are doing work to better improve it

Question: Any complaints from Jewish people?
