	District Council Member Updates: Discussion focused on the 2026 nomination timeline:
2026 will have three vacancies: at least two youth members and one that reside on the  North side.
Process begins 90 days before term expiry (terms expire June 26, 2026), so outreach and application process planned to start March 2026.
Outreach strategy is already being developed to ensure diverse and representative applicants, especially targeting youth and geographic balance (including West Side and North Side representation). Noted current lack of Latinx and certain neighborhood representation.
Next nominating committee meeting: July 19th.
Aiming to have an outreach plan to present by September or October.
Ongoing coordination with organizations; encouragement for council member involvement. Council members are actively introducing themselves in various neighborhoods, distributing contact cards, and discussing representation and police accountability.
Upcoming outreach opportunities: Douglas Park event on September 6, Via Palooza at 23rd and Millard, Sheff Park (July 12), and regular engagement at Beehive Café.

Data / Crime Report
North Lawndale (Year-to-date):
12 homicides, 14 shooting incidents, 47 shooting victimizations.
Youth: 2 youth homicides, 7 youth shooting incidents.
Little Village (Year-to-date):
4 homicides, 18 shooting victimizations, 4 shooting incidents.
Youth: 1 youth homicide, 3 youth shooting victimizations.
Outreach workers are challenged by funding shortages; efforts continue despite decreased staff.
Incidents discussed, including one involving an officer at Little Village Park.
	Discussions: Incident on June 27, 2025, at 7:03 PM:
Two unarmed Black teenagers shot by 55-year-old white lifeguard, Charles Leto, at Douglas Park (1401 S. Sacramento).
Victims: Marjay Dodson (15, killed), Jeremy Herod (14, wounded and on life support).
Shooter charged with first-degree murder, attempted murder, aggravated battery, unlawful weapon use.
Shooter was not allowed to have a firearm on park property.
Community response:
Families have been contacted and are seeking support.
GoFundMe created for Jeremy Herod's family.
Funeral and services for Marjay Dodson completed; family now seeking action and community support at court.
Next court date: July 16, 2025, at 11:30 AM (location: Harrison).
Park Commissioner Carlos Ramirez Rosa has posted permanent security at Douglas Park.
Plans to bring in park supervisor for future meetings to discuss safety protocols and hiring.
