Attendance: Lower turnout than last year (approx. 10 20 Jeeps, ~10 participants).
Event received some media coverage and will be discussed on WG (radio/TV).

Ongoing Projects

West Side Block Club Initiative:

Community building focus; recently held second annual march in partnership with the Block
Club Association.

Additional community events: barbecues, jazz/music series, monthly patio events.
Recruiting attendees to transition from event participants to regular council meeting
participants is an ongoing challenge.

District Strategic Planning (DSP) Process Deep Dive

Purpose:

Guides police/community collaboration to address district-specific issues; fosters mutual
respect and sets accountability markers.

Aligns with requirements from the police consent decree (Special Order S02-03-02).
Process Outline:

Initial community conversation (noted for District 11 as October).

Draft plan developed and reviewed by stakeholders (District Advisory Committee, others).
Final community conversation and further refinement.

Publication/promotion by CPD headquarters downtown.

Strategic Plan Components:

Problem Solving Priorities:

Requires SARA (Scanning, Analysis, Response, Assessment) approach.

Example: Narcotics sale reduction, tracked via calls for service.

Community Engagement Priorities:

Focus areas: youth, seniors, businesses, domestic violence survivors, and at least two
additional affinity groups (e.g., faith-based groups).

Transparency and Accountability:

DSPs intended as living documents, with mandated quarterly progress reports.

Concerns raised about accessibility; confirmed that some quarterly reports exist but may not
be posted online.

Critique and Improvement Opportunities

Metrics and Measurement Issues:

Ongoing debate about the adequacy of "calls for service" as a metric may reflect public
sentiment as much as actual incidence.

Anecdotal evidence that the removal of technological aids (e.g., ShotSpotter) has changed
reporting behavior.

Quality of life crimes (e.qg., prostitution) persist for decades; response often insufficient, with
staffing and policy obstacles cited.

The need for better metrics (not just calls for service) for quality of life and safety indicators.
