Lived experience has led them
start initiatives. 2-3 years have done hyper local events, at parks. Lower violence
throughout the weekend when they had events. Programs have been successful
because of what youth have reported back. Southwest side of the city. Fiscal sponsor,
18th casa de cultura. They outreach on the ground, grassroots (canvassing) and at
schools - some social media but they want to reach a bigger scope.
