"I did not call the police because I don't need the police." | About 3 weeks ago, her nephew (adult) saw an uber driver and a white truck with a group of people and went up to someone to ask what was going on. The truck then pulled off. He reported it to the school when he went in to report it, police was called. Herbert School has shootings often, they get reported but police gets there late. | Concerts at Union Park has goers who are parking illegally, police rarely comes after multiple times and when they do send a tow truck they often don't take them - lives in a senior center and it causes issues to the residents. | Cops often only ticket people who live in the coop and not cars who are there being nuisances. 

Person B - newer resident, there was a minor involved shooting with the police when he first moved in. It is regarding a minor on 18th street, would like to know more information and to see if footage is accessible to the public. | Has done activism work in Milwaukee for transparency and organized to pass legislation recently.
