Per the ordinance that created the department DCs will meet quarterly and annually in order to give feedback to the Commission. We want to call on the communty to submit ideas and questions to help us in what we ask and say during those meetings.



Historically CPD go before the police board and that is how they are disciplined. Usually those who have lesser charges can avoid the police board and do it internally. FOP is currently trying to bypass the process and do internal arbitration. This is concering because 90% of cases are heard by 3 arbitrators.

	Discussions: Violence Prevention/Intervention Presentation(s) - High risk youth, at-risk youth programming. Different intervention methods to ensure the community members are safe. 23 and Washenaw; facilities. Food provided. They also run an art program, Enlace Arte; every Thursday 3-530pm. Safe haven, community services for those in high school and those with current cases. Community beautification. Community outreach. Every second Wednesday of each month they have a lawyer come in free of charge. Every second Thursday they have a tattoo tech come in to remove tattoos for $20 per session. Another event is "pop ups" where the community is facing serious violent activity along with food, games and others. 

Historically made a difference in reintegration services; latino community who are most violent (class x felons). Humboldt Park, Hermosa, Pilsen, Little Village. Work with them a minimun of one year. 2311 S Washthenaw. 



Impact for Equity - 

Analyzed how CPD uses traffic stops and how that has affected the community. Data was used from every district across Chicago. Free2Move coalition is an alliance of community organizations to create a more racially equitable traffic system in Chicago. Second report was released in May of this year. Pretextual stops are when a police officer pulls someone over for a minor traffic stop and uses that as an excuse to fish for criminal activity. Citywide data were reviewed over 19 years with a particular focus on 2015-2022. Findings include: After 2015 CPD traffic stops have dramatically increased. Most stops are made for minor offenses. There is a racial disparity around who is being targeted for traffic stops. Graphs are shown to support findings. This is important because traffic stops for Black and brown people disproportionately end in tragedy. In 2022 only 3.4% of traffic stops resulted in a citation. Less than 1% of traffic stops in 2021 resulted in the recovery of illegal contraband such as drugs, alcohol, or weapons. 2.02% of stops resulted in an arrest in 2022. Black drivers were 6x more likely to be stopped citywide. Latine drivers were 2x more likely. Over 96% of use of force were against people of color. From 2015-2021 Black drivers were 5.3x more likely to be stopped than white drivers and Latine drivers were over twice as likely to be stopped than white drivers. White people were more likely to be pulled over at night, perhaps because the race of the driver could not be discerned before the stop. Police can only ask for consent to search if they have a reason to suspect you are participating in criminal activity. Community who wants to participate in these efforts can reach out to their website.
