Person A - | live in East Pilsen, my brother Salvador Herrera was murdered coming
home from work. There has been an uptick in theft and auto burglaries/car jacking.
54% in the 12th district. My brother was a victim because he ran into a burglery in
progress. | think prevention and programming is necessary but in terms of immediate
issues there is a big issue. With the new cashless bail system, it lets people out who
might turn around to do other crimes. Looking at current policy is necessary.

Person B - During extensive research, | find it very appropriately that we meet in West
Town since it has been hit the hardest in regrads to burglaries. We want to gather our
thoughts and want to work towards solutions. We are advocates for RJ and youth
programs but these types of crimes need solutions. Prepandemic times, car crimes
have gone up 330% per CPD in 12th district. Its a growing trend. We are for
rehabilitation but this happened to my brother so we want justice. Just yesterday,
someone was shot while they worked - a lyft driver. This crosses social-economic
classes, it just continues to climb. How do we make it a priority with our local
government?

Person C - Chicago Survivors, family support specialist, wants to ensure govenmental
representatives feel the pain that families are feeling. CPD is not giving the answers
that the families deserve. Has families across the district who has lost people to gun
violence.

Person D - Is there programs for parents to get education on how to work with their
young people?
