	Public Comment: Olan Mijana - Just 2 weeks ago there was a vote on city Council floor related to the police department seeking arbitration, which is a behind closed doors process for officers accused of serious misconduct - the most egregious things. Fortunately, we beat that back and city Council opposed that. That process is going to stay within the public process of hearings and investigation around police officers committing egregious crimes that will remain in the public eye. However, the day before, only because of a FOIA request, details of the police union contract leaked out. And they weren't, supposed to leak out. It was just because someone had submitted a FOIA request. The police union contract added new protections for officers, including time limits on how long internal investigations can take place before potential discipline new restrictions on when and where body worn cameras can be acted, and whether body-worn camera footage can be used in disciplinary proceedings. 
We did beat back this arbitration process, but at the same time the police union was able to push through a contract that was basically 1 step forward and 2 steps back and if it wasn't for a FOIA request, we wouldn't have even known about it. The city Council would have voted on a union contract that we didn't even see that's an affront to the entire democratic process, and so I just want to level set for this meeting, this Council was established to fight for police accountability and at every step of the way when we've been trying to fight for more public input and more public saying policing the police is. Sidestepping and trying to find ways to get around things. I want everyone in this room to understand that, like there's, nothing wrong with the democratic say and how police operates. That should be something that we want because you know it's oftentimes a life or death.
Neal Rysdahl - commented on the lack of access to the City Council meetings and the restrictions added to limit the number of people allowed to participate in their meetings.
	District Council Member Updates: Councilor Orlikoff - recollection on the city council vote regarding police arbitration and the ongoing issues surrounding the decision. Annual meeting of the Police District Councils and the inputs submitted to the Community Commission. Resolutions passed up to the Community Commission from the 14th District, specifically 9-1-1 response times being handled in an equitable manner and calling for an end to per-textural traffic stops. Open call for applications for the next Community Commission selection board.
The Restorative Justice for Alternative Responses and Safety Solutions Community Committee is temporarily suspending regular meetings due to capacity. The Community Committee for Police Accountability still meets regularly. They have proposed an agenda for the new sector meetings, which are happening now in 24, which are for combined beats. Sally Haman, who's here, is interested in making sure that those spaces are accessible and that they are responsive to the needs of the community. Another topic of concern is placing the burden of paying for police misconduct on officers themselves or on the police department. Revising the bias association order and creating a police misconduct database, including what would be Brady list violations for false statements in court. Informed attendees that there is a paper petition for those interested to sign in support of the reslolution to ending per-texural traffic stops. 
Councilor Vargas - Discussed the application process regarding the Community Commission, opening the application window on January 8 and closes on February 8. Stressed a need for Youth Representatives to apply. 
Discussed the ongoing issues with migrant families and the treatment by the police to these people. Also provided updates on the routing of existing issues through COPA, BIA, the Police Board and the Office of the Inspector General.
Councilor Laurent - yielded time to Adam Burck for the Committee For Public Safety and Policing Initiatives. (See Discussions)
	Discussions: Burck - Meeting with the commander of the 14th district,  the day after Christmas. We had that meeting and then in the meeting just previous to this one. We reviewed the results of of that discussion session, including the commander's comments on what she thought was sensible or worthwhile to follow. I do have a additional copy of that presentation, which is with Councilor Laurent, so I would ask if there are any objections to distributing that digitally to the mailing list of the committee. In addition, at the meeting that we just had, I mentioned a few issues where so the CCPSA, this working out more detail about the operation of committees that are enabled under the the statute, the CCPSA statute.
And they're things like use of the city logo, which they now recommend against. So I've already changed the the logo not to anything final, but just to make sure that I was responding to conversation that happened. You can attend and follow my sign. So we also want to clarify, I made that point in the beginning of the meeting that the committees only role is to collect community perspective and to provide advice and support to the formerly enabled CCPSA. So the committee itself has no power, no authority of any kind of a budget if its own role is to assist the Council. And so make sure that that was clear to everybody, as it was previously to me as well.
We proposed that meeting to have our next meeting meeting immediately before the March meeting of CCPSA District Council.

2024 Meeting schedule - The council discussed the challenges of scheduling public spaces in advance and arrived at many possible solutions. The assigned staff, Anna Mangahas offered to spend time to assist in this endeavor and we will have a more pressed out plan in the coming months, to have a solid plan for the entire 2024 calendar year of meetings. The combined goal is to make these meetings accessible for all and in a time that is reasonable for maximum participation, while providing an equal presence throughout the district.

Office of Inspector General published their 2024 Public Safety projects and those were shared with all in attendance.
