	Public Comment: Adam Balling - Spoke in support of the updated policy that includes biased organizations like the Oathkeepers alongside criminal organizations that CPD officers are excluded from participating in. Also spoke about the importance of investigating corruption and illegal activity by elected officials and their connections to members of law enforcement.

Jeff Tischauser - Stressed concerns that the policy on affiliation with extremist groups is a positive step but should be amended so that no list is held in private by the counter terrorism bureau of CPD and is instead operated by public criteria or an outside agency like OIG, or with public involvement of the Southern Poverty Law Center. This is to ensure the list remains up to date and accurate and isn't used exclusive to target ‘left-leaning’ groups.

Neal Rysdahl - Echoed concerns about targeting ‘left-wing’ organizations with the policy, citing the history of McCarthyism and the Red Squad.

Michael Saelens - Would like the policy to clearly show how the extremist groups are defined for transparency.

Nicholas Hernandez - Spoke about the Humboldt Park Solidarity Network, a volunteer community organization operating a Free Store giving away food and clothing multiple times every week, and hosting community events that improve the community. He spoke about police harassing a community event by the New Era Young Lords that drove them away and how that has denied resources to his community. And asked for police to be more involved in assisting and building community.
	District Council Member Updates:  Councilor Orlikoff Provided an updates on committees.
-The police accountability committee is meeting at the humble park solidarity network. The next meeting about it 3519 W North Ave on Sunday, November 19th at 1:30 P. M. That's for police accountability, then the following day on Monday, November 20 is the alternative responses and safety solutions, and that will meet that 6 pm at the Humboldt Park Library the Restorative Justice and Alternative Solutions Committee. After this meeting, there will be a budget town hall for the North side that was canceled, I think, because Brandon [Johnson] was expected there, but he's in D. C., that's what I was told. There is going to be a mutual aid soup night, that the Humboldt Park Boat House from 3 to 5:30. You can apply to the police board, you need 10 years of various experience. Also, we do have a CCPSA calendar now if you Google that with all the different district counsel and meetings.
Councilor Vargas -We are starting our application process for nominating the 7 person commission that oversees the focuses on policy and holding CPD, COPA and the Police Board accountable at a leadership level. The current commission was appointed by Lori Lightfoot, and this is the first time the Nomination Committee will be elected people voting for people to be on the Council. So if you know of anybody who has a passion for police accountability, who has done work in the community, send them my way and I can share that application process. Any youth leaders that you all know of are encouraged to apply. The timeline for this application period opens on January 8, 2024. So if you all can give me here at community, in play on what you want to see on this next Council. Who will hold cpb accountable Copa and change police policy policy?  The application is 30 days for people to apply, which closes February 7 and then another 30 days for us to look over these applications. And then, once we nominate people, which is due March 8, the mayor will decide if he accepts the people we nominate so that's the timeline. We'll have a new Council by April 7 with community input. This time. Um, and then this, she I guess we can have a brief discussion on and, but what kind of qualities do you want? We can also talk about that next meeting. Once you guys become more familiar with this.
A COPA report against an officer who went to a mutual aid volunteer’s home with a couple other officers with big guns to ask for a migrant who was staying there.  I do want to let you know there's a COPA report out there. The other COPA report I made back in may with a fellow volunteer mutual aid volunteers is bill open against against the Sergeant who used a dog who to intimidate a 15 year old boy.
Community members and attendants were being previously expressed concerns of multiple robberies in the district, apparently conducted by crews. As, as in quotes originating outside of the district. And there was concern that our stated that the cpd is not doing enough to come on the surge of crime, so kind of glos it over this. If you'd like, I can share this with anybody that's interested, basically the future activities, they want to do a sign up sheet, which we have back on the back field, where, if you're interested in participating, just get the information and see what they're doing directly. I, I recommend you utilize that.

	Discussions: Commissioner Isaac Troncoso joined the meeting virtually to discuss the Community Commission and his role in the CCPSA ordinance.

Spoke to his involvement and how he represents the North Side as a youth leader.

Expanded the ongoing goals and mission of the commission and fielded questions.

Questions answered include:
The process in which the policy recommendations are routed through.
The makeup and qualifications of the commission.
Transparency in Police activity and 9-1-1 call reporting times.
Budget recommendations
	Votes: Councilor Orlikoff made a motion to present a policy referendum to the Community Commission to implement three CPD General Directives put forward by the Free2Move Coalition to prevent racially discriminatory and ineffective police traffic stops. These are: 1. End pretextual stops, prohibiting officers from initiating a stop for a code violation when their intent is to conduct a suspicionless investigation for unrelated criminal activity. 
2. Limit traffic stops for low-level offenses including minor code violations that don't impact public safety. 
3. End supicionless consent searches by requiring officers to have an independent legal basis to search vehicles and occupants.

Councilor Vargas seconded the motion.

The vote passes unanimously with no objections.
