Public Comment

Olan Mijara- Commented on being a part of the ECPS, the founding organization to
initiate the role of PDCs. Happy to see this vision come to life.

Emily Piff - Lives in the district, happy to see the PDC in action. Also a member of the
ECPS.

Doug Lange - curious to know how we can make CPD more prevalent on the CTA
trains to address issues on rider safety.

Luke Kula- Interested in the priorities of each of the PDC and their stance on the
responsibility.
Counsilor responses:
Orlikoff - establish committees to address long overdue items and provide a safe
avenues to enhance public safety.
Vargas - Serving the needs of the community through communication, enhancing
mutual aid on community safety and information release.
Laurent - Police accountability - champion the good and purge the bad.

Doug Lange inquired about qualified immunity and how this works with accountability.
Described roles and responsibilties of each member of the PDC. Discussed the MCC
establishing the Police District Councils and the Bylaws.

A community member who only identified themselves as Jose has expressed the need
of extra police protection during Pride Month.




Approval of Minutes
Minutes are approved by the second regular meeting after they are taken.

District Council Member Updates

Councilor Orlikoff announced his plan and schedule of round table events he will host
at Humboldt Park Library to further discuss safety and to form committees to enhance
each. Also provided the current COMP STAT report for memorialization. Discussed
items needed to assist in the asylum seeker situation. Plans to host speakers at future
meetings

Councilor Vargas discussed the ongoing item of asylum seekers currently housed in the
lobby section of the 14th District Police command. Provided opportunities for the
community to engage and assist in the transition of these people.

Councilor Laurent provided insight to the expanded roles and the commitment each
member is to make (shared responsibilities, decorum, housekeeping, maintenance of
contact lists).




Discussions

Councilor Orlikoff described a desire to implement committees to promote alternative
responses to calls for assistance. Also introduced an amended version of the Bylaws
for consideration, this is submitted as the Bylaws.

Councilor Vargas discussed role of nomination coordinator and announced that we are
actively seeking individuals for these roles.

Councilor Laurent greatly appreciates the input of the community and colleagues in not
only attending the meeting, but placing their trust and confidence in taking an active
role and participation in this move for the city.




Votes

Summary of votes taken. For each vote, type in the following information:

1. Official vote on DC Positions

Councilor Orlikoff nominates Councilor Vargas to be named to the Nominating
Committee, seconded by Councilor Laurent. Vote passes unanimously.

Councilor Vargas nominates Councilor Laurent to be named to the Chair, seconded by
Councilor Orlikoff. Vote passes unanimously.

Councilor Laurent nominates Councilor Orlikoff to be named to the Community
Engagement Committee, seconded by Councilor Vargas. Vote passes unanimously.

2. Councilor Laurent motions to vote on the ByLaws, as delivered by CCPSA. Councilor
Orlikoff debates the content of the ByLaws, with wanting to add language to Article I,
Section B Subsection 1- “The Chair has no executive power or authority to mke
individual decisiions representing the 14th District Council nor to put out information on
behalf of the council that has not been shared with the entire 14th District Council and
approved by at least a majority.” Also adding the language in Article Ill, Section E, and
Section F, “A meeting chai’s actions as authorized by this subsection may be overruled
by a majority vote of the District Council.” Also adding to Article 11l Section M, in regards
to delegating exclusinve duties to volunteers. See ByLaws for complete changes.
Councilor Orlikoff motions to vote with the changes, Councilor Laurent seconds. Vote
passes unanimously.

3.Councilor Laurent motions to pass the prescribed schedule of meeting dates
wholesale. Describes that the dates are a plan, and not “set in stone”, adding a caveat
that these dates can be changed due to external circumstances. Councilor Orlikoff
seconds, Vote passes unanimously.

4.Councilor Laurent motions to adjust the planned date of June 3 meeting. Councilors
Vargas and Orlikoff describe their inability to attend. Discuss possibility to move to June
10 date, unable to schedule facility. Councilor Vargas proposes June 17 date. Councilor
Laurent explains inability to attend and adds that the meeting can continue with the
understanding that colleagues will need to adjust in roles accordingly. Councilor
Laurent motions to change the date from June 3 to June 17. Councilor Orlikoff seconds.
Vote passes unanimously.
