CPD District Strategic Plans (DSPs): Content,
Process, and Community Engagement
Overview
All 22 CPD districts are required annually to create District
Strategic Plans (DSPs) to address:
Top Crime Issues: The main problems in each district
and CPD’s strategies for the next year.
Community Outreach Focuses: Priorities in engaging
diverse demographics, e.g., youth, elderly, disabled,
LGBTQ, immigrants, etc.
Process and Policy
Governed by policy S020302 and under the consent decree.
Process includes:
1. Community Conversations to gather public input.
2. Drafting of district plans based on the information
collected.
3. Follow-up Community Conversations on the draft
plan.
4. Finalization and public posting of the plan online, with
quarterly progress updates.
Accessibility and Transparency
-Plans detail crime causes, strategies, agency partnerships, progress metrics, and community engagement priorities.
Quarterly reports required and published online for transparency and follow-up.
Community Discussions and Feedback
Concerns raised that strategic plans are repetitive, use templated or recycled language, and fail to reflect real change or impact.
Participation in community conversations has dwindled due to public perception of ineffectiveness (“nothing gets done”).
Suggestions were made for increasing engagement
Noted that plans should better reflect officers’ on-the-ground perspectives.
Highlighted that the plan’s follow-through (action, updates, accountability) is as important as development and initial
publication.

DSP Revision Initiative: District Councils will gather
community feedback this month, convene city-wide next
month to synthesize findings, and then relay
recommendations to CPD for incorporation in future DSP
revisions.
