He
asked for information on the Tctical teams who they are and are there teams in our
district

Paddy - Concerned about Pre-textual traffic stops ad asks what are the next steps
towards change and can the residents affect this change.

Mike - expressed concern from the Heart Of Lincoln Square Group where a meeting
was recently held and concerns about driving an partying on Lawrence West of
western. States that the Alderman is aware and addressing but wanted the DCs to be
involved.

District Council Member Updates

S. Spagnolo pesented first quarter crime statistics in the district.
A. Tamez reported work on Policy related to children being present during an arrest.

E. Rochford reported Nominations work 114 applications, 33 interviews done and they
put forward 15 names to the Mayor. Still waiting on him to make the appointments.

She joined the 33rd Wrad Safety Collaborative with multiple Community
Orgs/stakeholders ALSO, Concordia Place, HANA Center, Isreals Gifts of Hope,
Kedzie Center, Henry and Roosevelt schools, Rincon Family services and
Transforming Communities Safety Collective.

She held a meeting with the Non-citizen Advisory Committee to discuss engaging
people and got a few ideas to work on for the summer.

She reported back on the Community Clean-up from 4/13 that districts 14, 25 and 17
as well as ALSO, Trash Peope, and the 30th and 35th IPO's got together to clean and
share info about their Orgs in the community who are working to make this an even
better place to live.

She reported that she has Petitions in support of the CCPSA holding a hearing on
Pre-textual traffice stops for people to sign if interested.

She reported the upcoming Superintendent Listening session on the north side.
