Councilor Rochford recommended calling Aldermanic offices since parking issues are the department of finance/revenue.

R. Heybach- 10 million dollar contract for shotspotter was signed today. She is very opposed to money going to this versus other more humane approaches. In the future, that is an issue.


	District Council Member Updates: Summary of the monthly update from each member of the District Council

Councilor Rochford received comments form last meeting that one of the people there did not know what our purpose and duties were, so made copies if anyone wanted of what our duties are as laid out by the ordinance. She gave update on the commission- that they are asking for feedback on 2 different draft procedures they are working on. Commission is responsible for nominating 3 ppl for police superintendent, nominating members to serve on police board, and for directly hiring the head of COPA. Since they are still a new commission, they put together procedures for nominating members of the police board and for selecting the COPA chief so they are looking for community members to give feedback on the process. You can find this on CCPSA website. There will be two more vacancies coming up in August for the police board. Commissions next meeting is Thursday June 29th. Mostly holding these meetings at junior colleges but can also be seen virtually on youtube. 



Chair Spagnolo discussed that the Monitor for the Consent Decree released the most recent report and J. Ferguson, former head of the office of the Inspecter General commented on it but he had not read the report or comments so will look into this and report back. He expalined ALSO was unable to attend this meeting to give their presentation but would be looking to have them at the next meeting. He explained 17th district police command staff were invited but not able to attend. CAPS officer was presnet and commented that the next big thing coming up is national night out August 1st. 
	Discussions: Councilor Rochford has a number of questions around the consent decree in particular around CIT trained officers and percentages of times they respond to crisis calls and was hoping to have the commander present to address. CAPS officer stated that would have to be answered by someone above his rank and also they have to collect the data for those questions. She explained CIT since not everone knew the acromyn. The minimum standard is at least 50% of the time calls for mental health services the CTI person is the first person who arrives and second responders should be 75% of the time responding to those calls. We would want 100% of the time when a call comes in about someone in a mental health crisis but that is not the minimum standard. She wants to know how many CIT officers do we have in this district? How often are they meeting the 50%-75% standard. She will attempt to get answers at an upcoming meeting.



Question raised about having CPD invited to every meeting?

Chair stated they won't always have a platform, but it is a public meeting so they can't be barred. Another audience member stated that some people might feel unsafe and uncomfortable bringing their issues forward with CPD present.

Councilor Rochford explained this will be how trust gets built and hopes if people see us working well together with department staff that this will help build some trust. 

Audience member stated I dont trust police if they come and say x is what's happening. How do you counter that?

Chair stated you can reach out to us too via e-mail, maybe we can have a special meeting or a couple where we ask district staff to not attend. He stated we'll be inviting other agencies to come and speak to us as well. 



Discussion moved on to 19th District council community feedback form.

Councilor Rochford states they hope to send this survey out to community members and reviews the sample survey. Translation of it is discussed. Chair wants to open this survey up to the public for comment before sending it out and they can e-mail us comments on it. He wants to vote on creating the survey and then putting this out on social media for feedback before approving it. 

Audience member recommended to check out community trust survey on the city website which is publicly available and providing a survey self-rating for some officers in the district to gage their thoughts.


	Votes: Chair calling the motion for creating a public safety survey, putting current survey out to public as a template to see what they think and expand. Moved by Chair Spagnolo.
