Constituent 2: Claire, Grateful for the collaboration between SA O’Neill Burke and Supt. Snelling on felony review bypass. shared update on the 50 cases from 7th District. Felony review takes an officer off the street for many hours. Officers waiting for felony review call back from SAO means less officers on the streets. Asked where Councilors stand on felony bypass issue.

Councilor Shaffer: Waiting for more information on results and data from the cases. Generally supportive though. Expressed concern that gun-related cases were taken away from RJCCs when RJCC has been shown to reduce recidivism. Wants to make sure RJCCs are still utilized if gun cases are no longer being sent there. 

Councilor Schoenburg: Largely agree, though skeptical to make a judgment after just 2 months. Supports efforts to keep officers on the streets rather than administrative tasks. Interested in further data.
