Public Comment

Summary of public comments:

Patrick Armstrong: Pretextual Traffic Stops

Critique of pretextual traffic stops as ineffective for reducing gun violence.

Stated that Chicago’s current strategy relies on civil rights violations without clear public safety gain. Shared
lllinois process for firearm prohibition (addressing

guns via legal process, not traffic stops). Proposed direct enforcement with those identified—not via random.

Public Comment: Advocacy for bans/limitations on biometric/incarceral surveillance, requesting continued
focus by the district council.

Promotion of expanded enforcement authority for the Chicago Commission on Human Relations and Office
of Labor

Standards to address anti-Blackness and labor discrimination.

Suggestion for a permanent advisory council/commission on anti-Blackness in communities of color.

Called for counselors to oppose criminalization of drug sellers and to support cop watch initiatives.
Criticized neighborhood associations’ negative effects and called for more community confrontation against
harmful local practices.

Mike: Peacekeepers & Gun Violence Reduction

Shared insights from University of Chicago Crime Lab event moderated by Dave Axelrod, featuring Prof. Les
Ludwig’s five year research into gun violence reduction. Contrasted two neighborhoods (Grand Crossing vs.
South Shore): despite similar demographics, South Shore had fewer violent incidents, attributed to presence
of peacekeepers/mentors and active street engagement. Observed value in informal, quickly responsive
interventions in public spaces.

District Strategic Plan (DSP) and Community Input

Overview—What is a DSP?

-Current Council Efforts

-Community Discussion/Input:

On Community Engagement:

CPD needs to attend and participate in more neighborhood, town hall, and community group meetings
—not just CAPs or police events.

Mistrust and stigma mentioned as barriers; suggestion to leverage trusted local organizations for bridge
building.

Requests for greater presence at district council meetings and at regular community events.

On Progress Reporting:

Desire for more detailed, accessible data (e.g., traffic fatalities, crime specifics), not just what is required by
federal reporting.

Need for transparency: why CPD may or may not be able to staff events; clarity on which departments
address specific concerns.

Councilors/facilitators stress two-way communication:

community should communicate gaps/needs; CPD should not just “push” information but engage with
concerns.

Future meeting flyers to clearly state whether a police officer will be present; communicate policies and
procedures for requesting exceptions.

Continue exploring roles for violence prevention allies and third-party organizations in enhancing trust and
information flow.

Procedural Updates:

Reference to new GEO111 policy requiring a CPD

representative to attend every district council meeting

(with possibility of requesting non-attendance for specific meetings).
Officers' attendance at meetings should be promoted in

advance; policy implementation in progress.
