The Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountability (CCPSA) is now accepting applications for the Chicago Police Board. The Police Board is integral to ensuring public safety and accountability in Chicago. It is responsible for making difficult disciplinary decisions for officers accused of misconduct. 



Historically, Police Board members have been hand-selected by the mayor. Because of a City law passed in July 2021, the Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountability is now responsible for nominating candidates to serve on the Police Board. For every vacancy on the Police Board, the Community Commission must nominate three candidates and give their names to the mayor. The mayor may either select one of the three nominees or ask the Commission for a new list of three nominees. The process will continue until the mayor appoints a candidate. The mayor’s appointed candidate must then be voted on by the full City Council. 



Prospective candidates are encouraged to submit a cover letter, resume, a list of five references, completed eligibility form, and completed conflict-of-interest form to PoliceBoardNominations@cityofchicago.org.

what does the lack of access to work permits mean for migrants? how do we get migrants jobs and permanent Shelter?  



how do we get rent paid/rent support for people who are housing migrants in their homes? 



Broadway Armory is not a good temp Shelter - what systems are put in place to assist? Leni Manaa-Hopenworth - 48th Ward Ald encouraged community members to focus on providing resources to the police stations that need support, not the City-sponsored shelters, and for City Council to pass the Bring Chicago Home ordinance.
