District Council Member Updates

The city-wide Nominating Committee will be meeting on Sunday, August 20

We are seeking outreach volunteers to help us get the word out about CCPSA, these new DC positions, and our monthly district meetings. If you are interested in joining our
outreach team and flyering your block and talking to your neighbors about these meetings, please sign up on the sign in table and let us know!

The Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountability (CCPSA) is now accepting applications for the Chicago Police Board. The Police Board is integral to
ensuring public safety and accountability in Chicago. It is responsible for making difficult disciplinary decisions for officers accused of misconduct.

Historically, Police Board members have been hand-selected by the mayor. Because of a City law passed in July 2021, the Community Commission for Public Safety and
Accountability is now responsible for nominating candidates to serve on the Police Board. For every vacancy on the Police Board, the Community Commission must nominate
three candidates and give their names to the mayor. The mayor may either select one of the three nominees or ask the Commission for a new list of three nominees. The
process will continue until the mayor appoints a candidate. The mayor’ s appointed candidate must then be voted on by the full City Council.

Prospective candidates are encouraged to submit a cover letter, resume, a list of five references, completed eligibility form, and completed conflict-of-interest form to
PoliceBoardNominations@cityofchicago.org.

Rep. Kevin Olickal' s office is excited to announce the formation of three advisory councils for the 16th district: the Public Safety Advisory Council, the Environmental Justice
Advisory Council, and the Youth Advisory Council. These councils aim to provide a platform for constituents like to voice their concerns and propose potential legislation to
address the challenges our community is currently facing. Public Safety Advisory Council will meet on August 23rd at 5:00 PM

Questions from the room:

How does this policy interact with the CEIS? It does not. The CEIS is used by officers for individuals, not CPD officers, who are involved in criminal organizations. This policy
relates specifically to CPD officers affiliated/associated with criminal organizations.

How will CPD determine which organizations fall under this order? If an organization fits the criteria in the policy, they will be included under this order.
Is social media included in this order? Yes.
‘Who will hold CPD accountable to this order? It is subject to internal discipline within CPD.

Are there any criminal organizations the police are worried about in this area? The CPD leadership in this area might be able to provide that information to you.

Why is political corruption not included in this order, or association with people who are indicted of political corruption? I don’ t know if political corruption is included in any
CPD policy, but we can look into that.

Are racist/politically violent organizations considered gangs and are they part of the gang database? The new associations order would include these organizations. The CEIS
is not currently operational.
We are looking to put a list together for the Southern Poverty Law Center, but aren’ t looking for the policy to be limited to an enumerated list.

Are you continuing to have your CCPSA meetings online? Yes, we stream them.

Are you currently taking public comment on this order? Not yet, CCPSA is still in conversation with CPD about the order. We didn’ t ask Superintendent Snelling about this
specific policy/order, so not sure what his stance is on this policy specifically.

CAPs you can talk directly to
police. These are spaces for ALTERNATIVES to public safety. Need to make sure we have a safe space for having ideas for police accountability.
