Interim Commissioner Remel Terry explained Commissions roles and powers and provided an update
on the criminial enterprise internal subject list, explained delays had to do w/ staff exits within CPD

Neighbor asked if a superintendent candidate's attitude to CEIS list was a factor in the new
superintendent search. Commissioner Terry said yes, a question related to CEIS was asked during the
superintendent candidate interviews. Another neighbor also asked what criteria for new superintendent
was and Commissioner Terry explained criteria and superintendent search process and shared CCPSA
website resources.

Interim Commissioiner Oswaldo Gomez explained CEIS is not the only tool CPD uses to monitor
behaviors. He suggetsed reading the Inspector General's 2018 report about strategic subject lists to
learn more.

Concerns that the CEIS list is being used in more expansive ways to include activists.

Commissiner Terry explained difference between policies Commission works on and polices addressed
within the consent decree. Explained policy making process and timelines for the Commission. Also
shared the next two Commission meetings dates on 7/14 and 7/27.

Chair Anna Rubin explained budget making process for district council for future budget and asked for
input from meeting attendees.
