District Council Member Updates

Kennedy- As of 12-11-2023 all migrants housed in the 022nd District Police Station have been relocated. There are currently none being housed at 022 District at this
time.115th and Halsted all the prep work has been completed by the city. (Ground has been leveled and area has been fenced off ready for the next step of construction) for
the housing of the migrants. At the end of October more officers from the 22nd District have completed the Narcan training. Most of our 22nd District Officers are now properly
trained on how to administer Narcan as this was the 3rd training session in our district. As of 12-11-2023 the 22nd District CPD has now recovered 390 illegal guns off our
streets. Commander Kinnane will touch on the crime numbers here shortly but we would like to point out the 22nd District had the 4th largest decrease in homicides in the
city. Shootings, Robberies, Car Jackings were all the 2nd largest decrease throughout the city.

Parker- Attended the National Association for Community Oversight of Law Enforcement Conference the week of November 13th from Monday through Thursday. Great
event where just a little under ten district council members attended. Members of COPA, the Police Board, the CCPSA, OIG and the Bureau of Internal Affairs opened the
conference with a panel on police oversight and accountability efforts in Chicago. Chicago is really leading the country in efforts to increase accountability and transparency
and in policing, as well as working with our police department to make that happen.

| also attended the monthly Cook County State’ s Attorneys Community Justice South steering committee, where | represent the 022nd District Council. My goal is to create
a distribution list over the holiday to forward the flyers for the resources they present to us.

Area 2 Know Your Rights Fair, potentially at Chicago State.— Working with our COC Shaunta Williams and one DC member from the 4th, 5th and 6th Districts to plan this
event. We anticipate having workshops to include but not limited to peace circles, bonding exercises, knowing your rights with traffic stops, questioning, and witness
statements. We also envision a resource area where community partners can share information on their services.

| will also be leading a District Council Outreach & Training Working group comprised of approximately 10 other district councilors across the city to work on educational
opportunities for district councilors, as well as addressing a priority identified at our quarterly meeting. That priority is to create a public relations and education campaign
around the new role of District Councils, backed by District Councils. We are working on scheduling a meeting for next week as well.

Bielecki- Members of the District Council’ s nominating committee met on 18 November at Malcolm X college.

Discussion revolved around a review of mock application and review process. The selected date for release of the application will be the 8th of January 2024 closing on
February 7th. The link to apply if are interested in the position will be posted then. We will be having a Nominating committee meeting this Saturday on the 16th of December
to hopefully finalize the application and rubric to assess the candidate’ s qualifications. Each district council has a member of the nominating committee. We have been
broken up into working groups geographically. The Southwest group of which | am a member contains members from the 007th, 008th,009th, 10th, and 12th districts. Four of
us met via zoom this past weekend. | would not be lying if | were to say | wish there was more participation from other members of the group but | think that all that needed to
be accomplished. Also this coming weekend is the first annual meeting of the DC’ s. | participated in a few of the planning sessions.

The top five priorities voted on by survey sent out to the DC' s are as follows:1st Push for CPD Superintendent to establish enforce basic requirements for regular
communications and meetings between DCs and District command staff.2nd Push for?a plan that reduces 911 response times in an equitable manner.

3rd Create a public relations and education campaign around the new role of District Councils backed by District Councils.4th Focus attention on the Commission's
responsibility to help the City/CPD reach compliance on the Consent Decree.5th Push CPD to follow through on/ implement its plans for a workforce allocation study and
create opportunities for the Commission and the DCs to be included as stakeholders in the process leading towards an evidence based annual workforce plan.

These priorities will be submitted to the seven-member commission for review. Also | attended the last two CCPSA meetings in person. The majority of the public comment
centered around pre-textual traffic stops. The overwhelming majority of traffics stops in Chicago involve black and brown people. But here are the stats: Over 96% of those
stops results in a verbal warning and no citation. Chicago Police have recovered 7940 guns on traffic stops since January 1st 2022 through November 13th 2023. In my
opinion that is potential lives saved and crimes not committed. No one should be stopped be stopped based on race. But as Supt. Snelling stated at the CCPSA meeting
that they will be based on probable cause and reasonable suspicion. Traffic laws are in place for safety and not to be ignored. The anxiety of being stopped by the police for a
traffic stop is far less than a family losing a loved one to violence. That trauma lasts forever. Any community input will be welcome.




Discussions

Commander Kinnane- Went over crime stats for 22nd District. Good Police work on
Beverly Car Jacking. Commander is working with the aldermen to add cameras on
specific corners. Money has been earmarked for more cameras. Touched on high-risk
gang funerals at Mt. Hope. Also answered all questions the community members had
for him.

Neighbor 1- Asked what CPD can do about tents on 111th train station.

Neighbor 2- Asked how will CPD manage the migrant tent on 115th Halsted.
Neighbor 3- 98th Claremont High Speed down a one-way street from 99th.

Tonya Sparks-Guenzler- Founder of Testimony Ministry is collecting donations for the
homeless. She serves food the the homeless behind the McDonald's on 95th Street
right off the Dan Ryan.
