Announcements:

Sean Joyce is now Commander of the Office of Constitutional Policing Reform

Lt. Brian Kinnane is currently the acting Commander.

South side Community Engagement Councilors from 6, 7, 22, 5 and 4 th Districts planning a Know Your

Rights coming to the southside. Also discussing engaging residents by hosting a Movie Night and discussion related to police accountability.

Washington Heights Initiating Change is a group of residents who have organized to gather phone trees; who to call the alderpeople and police for concerns; clean the blocks; caring for any eye sores in the community.

The Community Commission for Public Safety and Accountability has hired Community Outreach Coordinators. Shaunta Williams is our COC and is working with several districts on the south side.




	Discussions: Commander Kinnane, Capt. Doherty; Sgt. Egan crime perspective.

Glen Brooks, Director of Community Policing for the Chicago Police Department was present. He

discussed CPD youth initiatives: YDAC – youth district advisory councils; address issues concerning

young people; summer work programs; always looking to expand; currently working with several local

organizations – Morgan Park; Perspectives; phoenix, UCAN; community based violence interrupters;

CRED; Explorers Program for younger children; DARE grade programming; Open to partnering with

BAPA, Boy Scouts; CHSAS; small budget to help support youth programming; athletic and art league;

Mary Jo Vierjo, Executive Director of the Beverly Area Planning Association gave overview of a teen core run by the BAPA school liaison.

Shawnita White, CPD Area 2 Coordinator announced some engagements that districts are hosting;

Ken Lewis, Lifelong resident of the Brainerd neighborhood and Program Director Community Outreach

and Violence Outreach for Youth Alternatives, Inc. Active since 2022 working for 14 but have capacity

for 40; They employ outreach workers and case managers; they are working on building trust with

identified individuals in the community; created community gardens; and paying outreach workers to

help clean vacant lots. 16-40s are at risk of being involved in gun violence; reentry opportunities;

clothes; jobs; tap into parole officers; connections with communities; grassroots



Lt. Kinnane gave an overview of crime statistics in the 22 nd Police District:

Shootings/ Homicides – YTD 6; Kias and Hyundais continue to be stolen and high rates; recovered 245

illegal guns; officers in 22 have participated in 165 community engagement events; back to school picnic

109 th and Homewood; Graduates over Guns program which works to engage youth with tactical officers

since they are the ones that many may come into contact with;

Reminded residents to consider buying Ring doorbells;



Justin Slaughter, 27 th District, Illinois State Representative was present and spoke emerging practices and

research coming from University of Chicago Crime Lab; and Northwestern University; Chicago state will

be involved in research of violence prevention programs; Commented there need to be more robust

interventions; looking at crime and violence as a wholistic approach; He also mentioned legislation he is

working on related to public safety and pension funds for first responders. He is Chairman of the House

Judiciary Committee and is working on legislation regarding jail and prison reform and anti-violence

efforts;



Discussion ensued between Director Brooks and Sgt. Egan (CPD CAPS) and residents regarding cameras on the public way. Police Observation device program is growing. Lt. Kinane has met with Alders O'Shea and Mosely regarding efforts to expand camera systems.

Resident commented that he appreciated there was no finger pointing and that everyone in the room is

working on helping make the city a better place.

Mary Jo gave another overview of work that BAPA does: community engagement – finding with

residents are interested in; she thanked everyone in attendance working to engage young people to

choose alternate paths; residents sometimes call asking do you have someone who can help us with

shovel snow; Friday porch concert -crescent park on 108 th and bell; band and local food truck; always

involves a small business work to get people out of their neighborhoods and to travel; BAPA has worked

tirelessly to get businesses to get cameras;

Resident asked about an officer friendly program. Glen brooks said there is another class started; train

officers and give resources to work out of that district; schools may call and ask for an officer friendly to

that school. There is a manpower issue;
