District Council Member Updates

Patrick-There are some new faces here tonight so | would like to reiterate a special announcement regarding the
022nd District Command Staff. We would like to congratulate Commander Kinnane on his promotion to
Commander of the 22nd District. The 22nd District has also added to their supervising staff with 3 Sergeants and 1
Lieutenant. As of 11-6-2023 we have 124 migrants housed in the 022nd District Police Station. At the end of
October more officers from the 22nd District have completed the Narcan training. Most of our 22nd District Officers
are now properly trained on how to administer Narcan as this was the 3rd training session in our district. As of
11-6-2023 the 22nd District CPD has now recovered 356 illegal guns off our streets. Most recently this past
weekend the TACT team recovered 2 guns on 103rd Western and have 2 offenders in custody. Commander
Kinnane will touch on the crime numbers here shortly but we would like to point out the 22nd District is 1 of only 5
districts city wide that had a decrease in robberies this month.

Carisa- DC quarterly meeting. 1st Meeting was at Malcom X College. 40 DC members attended. Quarterly
meetings are about Public Safety, Police Accountability, Community Engagement. Look at crime district wide.
Crime is Washing Heights and Roseland affects police response in Beverly and Mt. Greenwood.

Lee- So, good evening to everyone who is here tonight for the District Council meeting. | want to
clarify a few things before we begin. This is our sixth meeting. Before the carjacking in Beverly
last week we averaged ten residents per meeting. All the meeting has been posted and
advertised. We have had Glenn Brooks from CPD here to go over Police/Community
partnership. Prior to the Safety Act and Pre-Trial Fairness going into effect in September we had
Tony Garcia from the States Attorney’ s Office give an outstanding presentation on exactly how
it worked and how would be implemented. Last month we had Domestic Violence Court Judge
Tiana Blakely who lead a discussion on how to navigate domestic violence in the judicial system.
In September and October Community Conversations were held at the Beverly Arts Center to
help create the strategic plan for the 022 nd District. The Commanders Joyce and now
Commander Kinnane have attended every meeting and responded to the community

questions.

The focus of our meeting tonight is Opioid Crisis and its effect on our community. Please be
respectful to our speakers during the presentation.

Update: Nominating Committee. Community Surveys were distributed and the link shared on social

media for the community to express what they are looking for to nominate the next seven CCPSA
Commissioners. The application process will begin January 8 th , 2024 and end 30 days after on February
7th. March 8 th the nominations will be presented to the Mayor and on April 7 th the Mayoral response is
due. Currently the nominating committee is working towards building a rating Rubric and developing the
application based on community input from the community surveys.




Discussions

Guest Speaker Kurt- Spoke about his son who was lost to an overdose. Finished
school, had a good job and a loving girlfriend. A nice apartment on Lake Shore Drive
and a young kid. Life was good. He started to self-medicate with Xanex due to stress.
He became addicted and when his prescription ran out, he turned to the streets for
Xanex. The Xanex was laced with fentanyl and he passed away. Law Enforcement
has recovered enough fentanyl at the border to kill the US population Seven times
over. Dont go to the streets for depression or anxiety. Fentanyl is everywhere now.

Guest Speaker John- He lived in the community and was CPD in the 5th District but
now lives in Tinley. He lost his son to opioids. His son developed a serious drug
problem. They were able to get him a counselor. Addiction is a brain disease. Drug
Education for K-12 law has now passed. John is the president and founder of the
HERO Truck. HERO stands for Heroin Epidemic Relief Organization. 1.1 million drug
OD- CDC is his source. There are 20-25 million people with substance abuse in
America today. To win the war on drugs we must unite. We the people must work with
law enforcement to put an end to this. The governor must also work with law
enforcement. Thanked CPD for coming and for all that they do each shift.

Commander- The community must feel safe, that is his Job. Spoke on recent crimes.
Gave an update on the violent vehicular hijacking in Beverly. People of interest are in
custody. Thanks to the 4th, 5th, 22nd Tact Teams and work of the detectives division.
Another gun arrest on 107th yesterday. Answered all questions the community
members had for him.
