	District Council Member Updates: -- Saul: I want to take this opportunity for us to get acquainted with the issue of traffic stops. We have 12 meetings a year and we don't always get to go into depth int the issues. We want to make sure we are on board. Today CCPSA commissioner Gottlieb will speak to us about Traffic Stops.



-- Coms Aaron Gottlieb (on traffic stops): Gives overview of the CCPSA. Gives brief comment on how CCPSA took on the issue. Mentioned the signatures collected by community to hold a hearing on the Traffic Stops issue. Brief overview of the consent decree. In the begining of April, CPD brought a policy draft on traffic stops. CCPSA responded. We are working on deciding if this issue is added to the consent decree. 



--DC Green: How is compliance of the consent decree?

--Gottlieb: The city isn't doing great. That being said, if this issue goes into the consent decree, we would have access to the consent decree's staff and capacity. 



-- Gottlieb: I want to go over the 3 issues that matter most to the policy. The first is the ban of pre-textual stops. A pretextual stop is when an officer stops someone in hopes of investigating them for something else, that they do not have enough evidence to search a person for a crime. 



--Community member 1: How effective are they?
	Discussions: 

--Com. Gottlieb: It's very ineffective. A few other cities have changed their policies to not do pre-textual stops and crime hasn't gone up. And as you mentioned, it impacts Brown and Black residents. We also see that for the police, traffic stops replaced stop-and-frisk. The second question, given the way CPD has used these stops, is we ban them or restrict them?



--The third questions is "when do they get to search you?" Historically CPD has gotten around by doing consent searches. Pre-textual stops often lead to consent searches. We know there is a big power dynamic there. People don't always know their right to say no or feel pressure to say yes. We also know that it's ineffective. Studies have found that it's a big like "finding a needle in a haystack". We know these things can hurt the trust in the police. 



--Gottlieb: On pretextual stops, CPD doesn't place any restrictions, or say anything about them. 4 out of 7 CCPSA Commissioners do not want to restrict pretextual stops in general. I am one of the 3 that does. I personally support banning the practice. We can train officers to stop relying on this practice and focus on things that are more effective. Our language is that "officers would need reasobable and articulate suspicion." 

-- Community member 2: When would it be ok to stop someone? 

--Gottlieb: You can stop someone for any offense other than the 6 lowlelvel offenses we want to outline in the prohibitions. What we think is that if you have officers not focus on more serious traffic violations, they can focus on more serrious issues. Our goal is not to have officers end their enforcement of traffic. The general ban is imporant for me because we want to stop CPD from comming up with a substitute practice to traffic stops. 

--Arellano: What happens if it goes to the judge?

--Gottlieb: I think that's still to be determined. I guess that the parties would have an opportunity to give feedback. It's important to note that CCPSA also makes up "the City" in the view of the judge. The CCPSA has always wanted inout on the policy. 

--Community member 3: How does this play into potential criticism of CPD collaborating with ICE?

--Gottlieb: This policy would apply to everyone. We can't control what ICE does, but this policy would impact how CPD approaches people. It can't just be a 'hunch'. There are prohibitions about not doing a stop based on race... immigration status. 

--Arellano: People in our community are really hurting. Unfortunately, I know the impact of deportation first hand. 

--Community member 2: This issue (ICE detentions) causes problems because people won't want to collabotate with CPD and things will be made worse. 

--Gottlieb: I think that you can continue to push the people who are involved to not collaborate with ICE. 
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
