Angelica/nominating Comm/Chair- encourages everyone to complete the commision survey today, she gives Nominating Committee updates. 

Community members ask the terms and who can run. Angelica answers community  questions then moves on to talk about the Arbitration.  



Saul gives updates about community in addition to  updates on working with 025th Police district @pop up events in the 025th distirct to interrupt violence. Saul Shares information on outreach workers and their engagement with communities with violence intrupption. Saul will email the one pager he has put together to community members. Saul Gives update on a Know your rights info session in the community that had about 20 ppl in attendance. 

He announced There will be a fall family health fair hosted by local elected officials here in -025th district. There will be services on site for easy access and comments about Crime and how this can be connected to poverty, which can lead to increased crime.

Angelica asks Laura to give her updates- Riis Park Board member. 

Laura- Shares information on the Know your neighbor events last one hosted was on October was a clean up at the Lagoon. the park has a bird conservation, harm reduction practices, and uses and support restorative justice practices for people who are afraid to call police or have a fear of engaging with police. Laura invites community members to get involved and have a block club and or start talking to your neighbors. 


	Discussions: Summary of discussions:

Presentation from Treatment Not Truama a community collective: 

 

"How do we get the right people to respond to the right calls at the right time". 

TNT is working towards efforts to have stable MH care, to have access to MH services for all residents.Advocating to Reopen MH centers, in 2023 $72 million dollars went to to private care Mental Health providers. TNT wants to fund and run mental heath clinics for access to all. We want someone to respond to individuals in crisis who are not police. Over the last few years an increase of MH crisis, we need a safe place for these individuals for everyone, these places should not only be a hospital or police station.

 Former Mayor Daley started to shut down MH centers before former Mayor Rham shuts down 6 MH centers and 49 CPS schools, at one point in Chicago we had 19 MH hospitals/facilities in 2002. Now we have none. 

 

Eugene Oregon is the lead for initiatives representative of TNT where responses are made by an EMT & MH worker/or social worker. No police are on scene or responding, police escalate crisis. 



Q&A:

Community members asked where funds went that were allocated to the MH facilities. facilitator commented that Rham said we would save 2mil a year. 

This created a vacuum of problems, leading police to respond to and criminalizing MH individuals.
