ORDER 

On September 22, 2023, the Superintendent of Police filed with the Police Board of the 

City of Chicago charges against Police Officer Terrance Finley, Star No. 6352 (“Respondent”), 

recommending that Respondent be discharged from the Chicago Police Department for violating 

the Department’s Rules of Conduct. (a copy of the charges is attached as Exhibit A). 

On February 28, 2024, the Superintendent moved to withdraw the charges against 

Respondent without prejudice because Respondent resigned his position with the Chicago Police 

Department. The Police Board has considered the Superintendent’s motion. 

IT IS HEREBY ORDERED that the Superintendent’s motion is granted, and the 

proceedings before the Police Board are terminated.1

1 When an officer resigns from the Chicago Police Department, the Police Board no longer has jurisdiction to hear 
the disciplinary case. The Board’s power is limited to hearing cases “involving officers and employees of the 
Department of Police in the classified civil service of the City.”  Section 2-84-030 of the Municipal Code of Chicago

Attached are the charges filed with the Police Board by the Superintendent of 

Police. The public is reminded that the filing of charges is not evidence of guilt.  

The accused officer is presumed innocent and is entitled to a fair hearing at which 

the Superintendent has the burden of proving guilt by a preponderance of the 

evidence. In this case, the accused officer resigned from the Chicago Police 

Department prior to a full hearing on the charges. 
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
