Alderwoman Hadden requested what a permitting process would look like for hemp-derived
products.

BACP agrees that the state should assert uniform regulatory control over hemp/delta
8/cannabinoid products. These products are not regulated by the 2018 Farm Bill which regulates
lawful cannabis. These products vary in psychoactive ingredients and while some are derived
from the Hemp plant, others are synthetically created in labs. BACP explored regulation of these
products in partnership with Alderman Brian Hopkins and supports implementing an age
restriction, similar to restrictions for the purchase of tobacco and alcohol, for purchase of them.

Implementing an additional tax on these products has also been suggested. However, these
options should be explored in partnership with the Mayor’s Policy team, Chicago Department of
Public Health, Office of Budget and Management, and other City departments.

Illinois' regulatory landscape for hemp-derived products is evolving in response to growing
concerns over safety and product clarity. Proposed legislation seeks to tighten oversight by
introducing stricter licensing, labeling, and age restrictions, addressing the potential risks of
synthetic production and underage consumption. These reforms aim to balance consumer
protection with industry growth, positioning Illinois as a leader in responsible hemp regulation
while ensuring public health and safety. We are in agreement that this is a positive direction for



the City and will need time to bring together the necessary stakeholders and to gather the
necessary data to formulate a path forward.

The business licensing process consists of a series of steps by which the City ensures that the
applicant meets the requirements to receive a City of Chicago business license. While the process
can vary based on license type given varying Code requirements and application types, the
general license issuance process is as follows:

e Submission of initial license application outlining the business activities to be pursued

as well as business entity identifying information

e Determination of license type(s) and zoning approval

e Submission of full license application based on license type(s)

e License payment

e License inspections / approvals

e License issuance

Business Compliance
The business compliance enforcement bureau receives requests via 3-1-1, internally within BACP’s
licensing bureaus, and in collaboration with other City departments and agencies. Investigations



are done either for violation or active compliance, which is a form of licensing requirement

education for business owners.

Alderman Vasquez requested to know how hemp drink products could be licensed.

These products are not regulated by the 2018 Farm Bill which regulates lawful cannabis. These
products vary in psychoactive ingredients and while some are derived from the Hemp plant,
others are synthetically created in labs. BACP explored regulation of these products in partnership
with Alderman Brian Hopkins and others, and supports implementing an age restriction, similar
to restrictions for the purchase of tobacco and alcohol, for purchase of them.

Implementing an additional tax on these products has also been suggested. These options should
be further explored in partnership with the Mayor’s Policy team, Chicago Department of Public
Health, Office of Budget and Management, and other City departments.

Illinois’ regulatory landscape for hemp-derived products is evolving in response to growing
concerns over safety and product clarity. Proposed legislation seeks to tighten oversight by
introducing stricter licensing, labeling, and age restrictions, addressing the potential risks of
synthetic production and underage consumption. These reforms aim to balance consumer
protection with industry growth, positioning Illinois as a leader in responsible hemp regulation
while ensuring public health and safety. We are in agreement that this is a positive direction for
the City and will need time to bring together the necessary stakeholders and to gather the necessary
data to formulate a path forward.



BACP will participate in the research and development of licensing these products at the direction
of the Council, Mayor’s Office Policy Team, Chicago Department of Public Health, and other

partner Departments.

The following information is provided in response to questions posed at our department’s
hearing on November 8, 2024, to discuss the proposed 2025 budget.

Alderman Reilly requested information about BACP’s last valet audit and results of a current
audit of valet licenses for parking contracts.

Valet parking agreements are audited on an annual basis upon license application/license
renewal. The last full audit was therefore completed upon the beginning of the 2024 — 2025
valet license season (July 1, 2024). All new license applications and all license renewal
applications for Valet licenses undergo a review of parking contracts during the licensing
process, which BACP uses as its regular audit of the licensees. BACP specifically collects a lease
agreement when processing license applications or annual renewals of existing licenses.

Parking agreements are always part of an investigation involving valet licensees, so these
agreements are also being checked when enforcement is initiated.
