The following information is provided in response to questions posed at our department’s
hearing on November 8, 2024, to discuss the proposed 2025 budget.

Alderwoman Hadden asked for an analysis of the total hours worked per year, in order to
ascertain the number of hours needed to operate all libraries.

Analysis of Total Hours Worked per Year to Gauge Operational Needs

According to the City of Chicago CATA report, here are the actual hours(paid) required to
operate the library system from 2022 to the present:

e 2022: 1,425,002 hours needed
e 2023: 1,577,315 hours needed
e 2024 (Projected): 1,809,352 hours needed

2025 Operational Forecast With 1,102 full-time equivalent (FTE) positions budgeted for
2025:
e Projected Total Hours (if fully staffed): 2,292,160 hours (1,102 FTEs x 2,080 hours
each)
e Adjusted for 11.5% Vacancy Rate: 2,028,000 hours available, assuming a 11.5%
vacancy continues.



Conclusion The projected total of 2,028,000 hours (accounting for vacancy rate resulting from
natural attrition) aligns with historical needs, suggesting this level will adequately support
library operations across the system in 2025.
