» Stormwater management (Rate Control and Volume Control)
requirements will be met onsite through the implementation of
two (2) naturalized / dry detention basins in addition to some
volume being filtered through permeable pavers in the private
alleys and provided within the alley subgrade stone.

* Based on preliminary analysis of surrounding sewer network,
the stormwater management facility will be interconnected and
have two (2) separate connections to the public sewer —one
north of the site on W Everell Ave, and one to the existing
private storm sewer east of the site which eventually drains to
the public sewer on W Peterson Ave.
