Safer for People Walking & Biking

Bike corrals increase the
visibility of bicycling as a
transportation choice and show
that a business community is
“bike friendly”—that it cares
about people who ride bicycles.

When installed near crosswalks and
corners, corrals can increase visibility
and shorten the crossing distance for
pedestrians. When installed adjacent

to bike lanes, corrals can decrease the
likelihood of “dooring” and the number of
cars crossing the bike lane.

When installed adjacent to
sidewalk cafes, corrals provide

an additional buffer between
people and passing vehicles. Bike
corrals can also make the walking
environment more welcoming by
removing bikes from the sidewalk.
