
AVAILABLE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE: 
• Basic needs ($1,000) 
• Funeral Expenses ($1,500) 
• Relocation Expenses ($1,000

for temporary or permanent)   

ELIGIBILITY:
• Victims or families of victims who have experienced 

gunshot wounds or all-cause homicide within the 
calendar year.

• Incident occurred in one (1) of the 15 community 
areas listed below.  

• Families of citywide homicide victims aged 24
or younger.

• Victim and applicant must have proof of City of 
Chicago residence.

HOW TO APPLY:
A victim advocate can help you 
apply. Contact the organization 
administering the program in the 
community where the incident 
occurred or where you reside.

EMERGENCY SUPPLEMENTAL VICTIMS FUND
Victims and families of victims who have experienced gunshot wounds or homicide may be eligible 
to receive financial assistance to help alleviate the immediate financial impact of a violent incident.
