* County, State and Federal Updates

State
e On Tuesday, January 16th the State announced funding for Illinois Welcoming Centers and a new RFP for municipalities
(other than Chicago) to support new arrivals.
e $17 million will go toward additional resources to address the crisis. According to Pritzker, the funding will be used
for welcome centers, work permit applications, housing, and healthcare.
e S$11 million will go toward Supporting Municipalities for Asylum Seeker Services (SMASS). Those funds will
specifically be given to municipalities outside of Chicago to support new arrivals living there; however, there’s a
stipulation. The money cannot be used to transport migrants to other communities.
e S4 million will support 13 lllinois Welcoming Centers.
e S2 million will go to Immigrant Family Resources Program (IFRP) providers.

e FEMA Region 5 starting a planning cell in EOC consisting of all levels of government (OEMC, EMRS, IEMA, FEMA)
e Multi Agency and Multi-Jurisdictional Planning Cell
* Coordinating efforts to solve supply chain gaps and planning for upcoming challenges.
* Immediate Incident Stabilization
* Supply Chain Resiliency, Planning and Operations



* Overview

Chicago has received 602 buses since August 2022

215 buses and 1 plane have been accounted for dropping new arrivals off in the Chicagoland area since December

1 (Source: IEMA)

Since passing the Bus Ordinance, 215 buses have dropped new arrivals off in 30+ suburban towns in 9+ lllinois Counties in
the Chicagoland Region
- Townships and Municipalities have also implemented similar ticketing and towing enforcements

- New Arrivals being dropped at outlying locations are travelling into Chicago via train and into main transportation hubs
(Union Station, Ogilvie, etc.)

95 tickets written for violation; 2 impoundments; 3 Administrative Notice of Violation/Citation for illegal sewage dropping

Ordinance meant to bring control to an erratic and unpredictable process.

* No operator of any intercity bus shall use any designated bus stand, or passenger loading/unloading zone or other
location for regular loading or unloading of passengers, luggage or other goods without first obtaining the approval of the
Department of Transportation.

* Motor vehicles used in violation will be subject to penalties, including impoundment and towing.

Residents with an original exit date between 1/16/24 - 2/29/24 have received a
60-day extension. This group will now exit between 3/16/24 - 4/29/24.

Residents with an original exit date between 3/1/24 - 3/28/24 have received a
30-day extension. This group will exit between 3/31/24 - 4/27/24.

Residents who have original exit dates on or after 3/29/2024 will not receive a
30-day or 60-day extension. Their exit dates will remain the same.

For those who don't qualify for TPS or EAD:

Only 15%-20% of new arrivals in shelter during Phase 1 were eligible to attend a work authorization event.

Others seeking immigration remedies who are not eligible for TPS or EAD, whether in shelter or not, may qualify and apply for asylum.

In very specific circumstances, a new arrival may qualify for a U visa or T visa. .

Approved Documents Received as of 1/23

EADs (work permits) received: 1031 Social Security Cards received: 951

TPS documents could take upwards of 6 months to be adjudicated.

Workforce Development:

* New arrivals receiving their EAD documents are given a flyer with information to connect them to workforce development
and employment services through a partnership involving the American Job Centers.

« Adult Employment Resource Fair - The Chicago Cook Workforce Partnership (CCW) is hosting an Adult Resource Fair on February
14th, connecting them with job resources, resume support and interview coaching. Subsequent hiring fair scheduled for March 19th.

« Youth Skilled Trades Fair - Chicago Public Schools (CPS) is organizing a Youth Skilled Trades Fair with strategic efforts to engage new
arrival youth, offering them insights and opportunities in various skilled trades.

« An employer-focused webinar for lllinois HR Professionals, Hiring Managers, Business Owners, and Diversity and Inclusion Advocates
is scheduled for February 8th. The event is hosted by CCW, the lllinois Department of Commerce & Economic Opportunity (DCEO),
the lllinois Department of Employment Security, and Tent Partnership for Refugees.

> Meals RFP

* RFP #9785: New Arrivals Meal Program

* Goal: to provide high quality, culturally congruent, and nutritious meals for the City’s New Arrival Shelter system.

* RFP application window: October 12th, 2023 — December 1st, 2023

* New cost for meals: $15-517 for three meals (breakfast, lunch and dinner) per person per day

* Current status: Two applicants, Seventy-Seven Communities, LLC and 14 Parish, LLC have been selected to be the
administratorsfor the North and South regions of the City. The first day of meals service began on January 16th, 2024.
Funding has been approved by OBM for the next four months ($10.1M and $12.8M respectively).
