Why isn't he prosecuted, fired and prosecuted? The man
has made and has nmany conpl ai nts against him  Just
recently he was involved with another officer that beat
up two nen. | nmean then he gets a pronotion and

becomes a Sergeant. These officers seemevery tine
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they are commtted with a crinme, they get a pronotion.
Wiy is that? Wiy do these people commt crines and
not hi ng happens to thenf? How can you expect for people
to be able to trust the police? There is no way in
hel | .

You have this officer who has conmtted
sexual crimes. This is when he was out in the street.
But now, because he is behind a desk, does that nean
that he is not going to comnmt any other crinmes? No.
We need and the Chicago alliance are demandi ng to have
this man prosecuted.

He has been crying, tal king about how
sad he was when he killed Bettie Jones. In his
deposition they asked him they said, "What did you say
to Bettie when Bettie cane to the door?" He said, "I
told her to go into the house.” And they asked him
"Did she turnaround and go into the house?" He said
"Yes". That is what he said in his deposition. You
know what he said at trial? You know what he said at
trial? He said, "No." He said, "No." He |ied about
Bettie. He put the blane for Bettie's death on her.
He did not care about shooting Bettie.

MR. JONES: M nane is Anthony Jones. | am
the son of Bettie Jones. |'mhere tonight to request
that you fire Oficer Rialnb. Like | said, it has been

tragic for me and ny famly every since the day it
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happened. Every since | was a kid, you know, cop or
police, fromthe tinmne | was a kid up to when | ama
grown man, now and you heard that they serve and
protect and are a safe haven. Like | said, the only
thing served that day was bullets in ny nother. And so
where | was raised up on and growi ng up listening that
serve and protect nmeant to be saved. So if you guys,
your slogan and sinply of serving and protecting don't
represent that. | request that you get rid of him
because right now he speaks for all of you. He is a
representation of all of you all. That is how I feel
about the situation.

Now |i ke | say, | do adnonish the fact
that you nade a decision and Superintendent Johnson,
appreciate that. Before | close out, | want to read
sonething that | clicked in nmy phone real fast if you
don't mnd. | just want to speak on behalf of ny
entire famly. The Jones famly would like to take
this opportunity to thank the City of Chicago starting
wi t h Rahm Emanuel and Superi ntendent Johnson. Since
Decenmber 26, 2015 our famly has been dealing with
tremendous heartache and pain. But to hear that
decision not to fire Ri alnp, we now nove forward, piece

of closure to hold onto, within this |life sentence of
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pain that was sustained the day she was taken from us.
May God bl ess our city with peace and conti nuous
justice to be served no matter whether you are behind a
badge or not. Thank you.

W are here to
stand in for the famly of 15-year old Dakota Bri ght
who was unarned and running away from O ficer Brandon
Ternand who nurdered him This Board's decision to
reinstate this officer is an outrage. |If this Board
cannot fire an officer when the shooti ng was
unjustified and the Police Superintendent said he
should be fired, then you have the nurder of an unarned
15-year-old child who was 15 feet away fromthe
officer, if this Board cannot fire this officer, you
don't deserve to be called police accountability
agency.

Furt hernore, your decision com ng days
after the Van Dyke verdict shows how irrel evant when
people of this City has sent a resoundi ng nessage that

we want an end to racism police nurders. Your
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deci si on sends the opposite nessage that police
officers are free to kill unarnmed children at wll.
You make decisions that effect our life and |iberty.
We have no say in those decisions. This is unjust and
It has to be renedied. As citizens across this city,
we demand representatives fromthis Board whom we can
hol d account abl e when they systematically hold the
police accountable. W want an accountability system
that represents us, not the Mayor's interest and not
your corporate interest. You won't protect us from
| et hal abuse of power, because you don't represent us.
You don't represent us because we did not put you in
power. Your power is a political gift to you fromthe
Mayor. Like your decision to let officers on the
force. It is a gift of the FOP.

We demand the power you have, because
this accountability systemis a failure in the city.

We are the rightful owners that you have, and we |ive

I n a denocracy and this Board is undenocratic, and we,
t he people, are going to take the power you have and
enact an accountable council. Thank you.

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here fromthe Chicago Alliance Agai nst Racist and
Political Repression. W cone here today to stand in
solidarity with Tansy Edwards as we are forced to yet
again to recomend an unjust systemthat failed to hold
police officers accountable for their crimes. The
unaccept abl e nurder of Dakota Bright of the tender age
of 13 is not unrelated to Laguan McDonald or Bettie
Jones or Antonio LeGier, nor is it unrelated to the
sexual assault of Trina Thonpson or the recent beating
of Thomas Stacha and John Sherwood outside of the gay
bar where | live in the 48th Ward. The City has proven
time and tinme again that the police are unable to
police thenselves and elect a Police Accountability
Counci | .

As noted in the report of the use of
force incident against children between January 2011
and April 2016 bl ack children were on the receiving end
in and 83 percent of the cases. Latinos were in
14 percent of the cases. And by reinstating Ternand,
you are not only letting a known nurderer back on the
street, but you are supplying himwith a gun and the
authority to nurder with inmpunity again. So the bl ood
will continue to be on all of your hands as the nurders

of civilians will continue, because they will continue.
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CPAC is the only legislation that we
have that would elimnate the Police Board's power and
overturning the finding of police msconduct. And to
listen to the over 52,000 civilians that have signed on
to support CPAC shows how out of touch this City really
is. We want community control over how this City is
policed. W want Justice for Dakota Bright and CPAC
now.

And just to nention, Chicago is once
agai n ranked as the nost corrupt city in Anerica. So
t hank you for that.

convi cted shows just how out of touch and irrel evant
you are to our conmunity.

And when we
get CPAC, you wll not be part of us for what you are
doi ng today. And renenber this day. Renenber that we
as a people are saying to you, without a soul and
consci ence, our humanity will show you what denocracy
is. You have no right to make your noney and nake poor

Superintendent, the definition of

"obstruction" is a person who obstructs justice with
the intent to prevent the apprehension or obstruct the
prosecution or defense of any person he or she know ng
commts a crine of the followi ng acts, destroy, alters
or conceal s physical evidence. There was a case report
generated agai nst you for trespassing on the Dan Ryan
in the sumertinme. Commander of the 8th district who
Is nowin the 17th District ordered his subordinates to
scrub that report fromthe systemto protect you. Wy
does he still got a job? Howis that not obstruction
of justice? You had police officers hanging out to dry
for the Van Dyke shooting for obstructing and
colluding. He's a Commander, a Conmmander who is in
charge of people and did that. Anyone with a bl ue
shirt would have been stripped i medi ately, sent to
call back, and fired fromthis Board within weeks. But
yet, it is another exanple of how anybody with a white
shirt and fancy pins on his shirt never gets held
accountable. Explain that to ne, please?
