Police Departnent for rule violations stenm ng
froma vehicle pursuit.

The Superi ntendent objected to the
Chief Admnistrator's recommendati on. The
Superi ntendent recommended that O ficer Mancha be
suspended for 180 days.

After considering this matter, it
is nmy opinion that the Superintendent did not
nmeet the burden of overcom ng Chief
Adm ni strator's recommendati on for discipline.

Based on the facts and
ci rcunstances of this matter, an evidentiary
hearing before the Police Board is necessary to
det erm ne whether the officer violated any of the
Police Departnment's rules of conduct and, if so,
t he appropriate disciplinary action.

SUPERI NTENDENT BROWN: Thank you, President
Foreman. 1'mgoing to start wth an update on
our COVID vaccination portal entries for our
Departnent, as well as the percentage of nenbers
of our Departnment who have reported that they are

vacci nat ed.

So as of today, 93 percent
actual ly, 93.5 percent of our nenbers of our
Departnent are -- have submtted their

vaccination information into the portal, 93.59
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per cent .

O that nunber, 74 percent of our
menbers have reported that they are vacci nated.
So that's quite an acconplishnent.

W started out, as you know, very
controversial with even entering the information
into the portal, let alone the percentage of the
vacci nati on status.

So we are encouraged by al nost full
conpliance with the vacci ne mandate and the high
percentage of officers who are vacci nat ed.

Wth that, 1'Il just continue with
nmy comments. On Monday of this past week, |
testified at the Senate Judiciary Committee
Hearing here in Chicago under Senator Durbin to
di scuss reduci ng gun viol ence and conbatti ng gun
trafficking in Chicago.

Too nmany |ives have been lost to
gun vi ol ence, and we are doi ng everything we can
as police officers to prevent it from happening
in the first place.

We are on page to recover nore than
12,000 guns that are illegally possessed by the

end of the year.
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Each gun recovery, as you know, is
a potential deadly force encounter for our
officers and also a life saved.

As part of our efforts to take
t hese weapons off the streets, we |aunched a gun
i nvestigations teamin July of this year to
di srupt the flow of guns into our City. This
team i nvestigates gun trafficking cases and
wor ks closely with our prosecutorial partners to
address the pipeline of weapons and to hold those
responsi bl e and account abl e.

Qur detectives have been worKki ng
around the clock to seek justice for those who
have been hurt by sensel ess gun violence; this
i ncl udes victins who have been killed or injured
by gun violence and all the famlies who continue
to deal with the ripple effects just one bull et
can start in our communities.

Qur hom ci de detectives have
cl eared 374 hom ci de cases so far this year.
That's the nost hom cide cases cleared in a
single year in 19 years.

And across our City in the five

police areas, our clearance rates range from 42

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percent to 68 percent. W've also added
resources to our vehicular hijacking task force.
That's our carjacking task force, which has
doubl ed in size since the beginning of the year.

So far this year, we've nade 1, 375
vehi cul ar-hijacking-related arrests. 688 of
those 1,375 arrests were for crimnal trespass to
a vehicle, that's being in a stolen vehicle. 383
of those 1,375 arrests were for possessing a
stolen vehicle. And 305 of those 1,375 arrests
were for vehicul ar hijacking.

Unfortunately, over half of our
of fenders that we've arrested this year are
juveniles. Really young people, fromage 10 to
16, over half.

Wil e we' ve doubl ed down on these
| aw enforcenent efforts, we have doubl ed down on
our public safety strategies and inproving
community trust and resol ving the underlying
issues that lead to crine. For exanple, we have
expended our Narcotics Arrest D version Program
which is expanded to all 22 districts. This
makes it the |argest diversion programof its

kind in the country.
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W' ve al so expanded our nation --
" msorry, our Neighborhood Policing Initiative,
and it's called NPl program to ten of the nost
violent districts in the Cty.

W' ve al so wel coned in our new
LGBTQ+ religious, honeless, and inm grant
liaisons. So that's three separate |iaison
groups for each of the five areas across the
Cty. The LGBTQ+, the religious, the honel ess,
and the immgrant liaisons are all part of the
comm tnent to advocate for and build
relationships with our City's historically
mar gi nal i zed comuniti es.

Each of these prograns separately
are roles played by our true efforts at reform
changi ng the culture of the Chicago Police
Depart nent.

In the fourth nonitoring period,
| RMA, for our Consent Decree, we were assessed
for conpliance by the nonitoring teamthat
detail ed the progress of our Departnent, and
we' ve nade the nost significant reformthat we
have since we've been in the Consent Decree; over

52 percent conpliance with the paragraphs

possi ble, as we all know, w thout the dedication
and extraordinary bravery and courage of the nen
and wonen of the Chicago Police Departnent.

They do everything they can to
include risking their lives to protect the people
of this beautiful Gty every single day and
ni ght.

| NTERI M CHI EF ADM NI STRATOR KERSTEN: Thank
you, President Foreman.

For the updates for the Gvilian
O fice of Police Accountability in its |ast
month, 1'd like to kind of give a statistical
overvi ew of some of the cases that cane in and
out of our agency. So the |ast nonth, nonth of
Novenber, we received 475 conpl aints and/ or

notifications. O those, 110 of themremain
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under COPA jurisdiction. O those cases, 58
percent, our single highest category of cases,

i nvol ved i nproper search or seizure allegations.
So that continues to be the top nunber of cases
that we get are in that category.

In the nonth of Novenber, we
received two officer-involved shooting
notifications. And we also concl uded four
of ficer-invol ved shooting investigations.

O all of the investigations that
were concluded in the nonth of Novenber, 47
percent of themincluded sonme sort of sustained
fi ndi ng.

In the nonth of Novenber, we al so
had one video rel ease under the Cty's video
transparency policy. W were also out in the
community at Marshall Square, their resource
network, for their quarterly neeting hosted by
Lati nos Progresando.

And then we al so have sone of our
policies -- internal policies that govern the way
t hat COPA does its investigations, our Up for
Public Comment on our website at Chi cagoCOPA. org.

And those policies address sone pretty critical

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areas of our work, and we invite and wel cone
public coment on those policies.

It's inportant to nake sure that
we' re engaging the public in this process because
it's an essential portion of how we try to
achi eve greater Consent Decree conpliance. So
t hose specific policies, there's four of them
that are up right now for public coment are our
sexual m sconduct investigations policy, and this
outlines how we approach that work and how we do
so in an interagency dynam c that involves both
CPD as well as the Cook County State's Attorney's
Ofice.

We al so have a policy on our
conflict of interest and recusal protocols, as
well as our transparency initiatives,
specifically a policy that is geared towards our
vi deo rel ease.

One of the things that COPA' s
probably nost known for is the rel ease of
of fi cer-invol ved shooting videos and ot her
hi gh-profile videos. So this is the policy that
sort of governs how we inplenent the City's

requi renment that would nake those rel eases.
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And then lastly, there's a policy
t hat governs how we screen candi dates for
enpl oynent, particularly those with | aw
enf orcement backgrounds.

And so | invite anyone that's
interested to weigh in and comment publicly on
t hose, so pl ease do so.

And then lastly, I'd like to take
my time to talk a little bit about our recent
of fi cer-invol ved shooti ng.

| think everyone has a pretty good
sense at this point that when there are
of fi cer-invol ved shootings, COPA -- part of what
we do is we have to respond to the scene. And
when we respond to the scene and when we're
i nvestigating those cases, we have access as
civilians to policing in a way that nost regul ar
peopl e do not have. W have kind of a front-row
seat to how crinme scenes are nanaged, how
policing takes place in those critical incidents.

We often see the tension and the
enotion that's involved in those quick
deci sion-making initiatives that have to happen

day in and day out in those incidents.
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And then additionally, we have to
review a | ot of body-worn canera footage and
ot her sources of information and interview
Wi tnesses to begin a full picture of what happens
in any one of those cases.

And as nost of us are aware, COPA
tends to get a lot of publicity when we cl ose big
m sconduct investigations. W're often tasked
wi th | ooking at sonetines where policing msses
the mark. But in our review of all of the
information that |eads into these investigations,
we al so see really exenplary exanpl es of
pol i ci ng.

In the nost recent officer-involved
shooting, which was a fatality that we responded
to on Decenber 9th, the review of body-worn
canera footage involving the responding officers
to that incident actually showed one such
exanpl e.

There's a field training officer
nanmed Larry Branch, Junior, assigned to the 25th
District who was called to that scene and had to
interact with famly that were grieving. Had to

do so while maintaining the integrity of a crine

scene, searching for critical evidence. And he
managed to do all of those things while
denonstrating a truly exenplary | evel of enpathy
and professionalism

| don't think COPA often gets
recogni zed for lifting up officers that do their
job in the way our City needs themto. And there
are many exanples of that that we encounter in
our daily work.

So COPA will be sending a fornal
notice -- a fornal letter, rather, to the
Superi ntendent and to conmand staff supervising
Field Training Oficer Larry Branch.

But | wanted to say sonething
publicly because | wanted to nmake sure people
heard that COPA al so pays attenti on when we see
officers getting it right, and | wanted to make
sure to take this opportunity to lift up that
officer. And not only himas an individual, but
al so the recognition that he's been pl aced --
soneone of that caliber has been placed in a
position of a field training officer.

For those that don't know, that

nmeans he is tasked with teaching, on-the-job
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teaching, and training of our new probationary
police officers.

So having soneone like that in a
position to teach our inconmng officers howto
police, as | said with enpathy and
professionalism | think is a true mark of our
Departnent's reformefforts in that regard. So |
just wanted to take this opportunity to share.

That's all for ny remarks. Thank
you.

PRESI DENT FOREMAN: Thank you so nuch.

Chi ef, thank you so much for
bringing up Field Training O ficer Larry Branch.
That's the kind of excellence we should be
hi ghlighting. So thank you for bringing that to
our attention.

Then | just want to reiterate that
on Chi cagoCOPA. org, we have the ability to
comrent on four different policies, sexual
m sconduct, conflict of interest, recusal, video
rel ease, and enpl oynent screening. So these are
inportant. This is an opportunity for nenbers of
the public to weigh in on policies that inpact

all of us.
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So | would highly recomend that we
spread the word and try to nake sure that your
f eedback is heard.

| am actually a nenber of the
Chi cago Youth Council for Police Accountability.
W are a group of 12 youth nenbers across the

Cty of Chicago. W range from high school
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students, college students, college graduates.
Basically people fromthe age of 16 to 24. And
we represent youth who are concerned about police
i ssues, specifically in the Cty of Chicago. And
we actually did a formal introduction back in the
summer. And we will be now nore present in the
Pol i ce Board neetings, kind of giving everyone
updates on what we've been doi ng and what we pl an
to do.

So | would like to give a quick
refresher of our mssion. The m ssion of the
Chi cago Youth Council for Police Accountability
is to spark dial ogue about police issues in
Chi cago, enpowering young people across the City
to engage in the work of the Police Board, and to
anplify young people's voices that have been
hi storically unrepresented and underutilized.

So in terns of updates, the Council
nmenbers, we actually visited the Chicago Police
Depart nent headquarters a few weeks ago -- nore
i ke two weeks ago fromthis day. And,
unfortunately, the building was cl osed. One of
the officers actually said that it's closed on

certain days. So we actually instead wal ked over
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to District 1. And we wanted to actually speak
to sone police officers and supervisors about how
we can be nore involved. And we ended up kind of
running into nore roadbl ocks that certain police
officers aren't able to speak on certain things
when it cones to nedia rel ations because of
policies that exist.

So we are kind of finding our ways
that -- how we can be nore involved in the police
network in Chicago and how we can respect the
policies that exist.

But we do plan to have nore
appearances at other district stations across the
City to kind of question or -- not nore questions
but kind of be nore involved in the police
comunity and try to see how we can build that
bri dge between the youth of Chicago and the
Chi cago Police Departnent and nenbers of the
Chi cago Police Board and public safety of the
Cty.

In terns of policies -- I'msorry.
In terns of any plans that we have, we're
actually going to be conducting community

outreach in preparation for our panel series
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event, which is ironically a nonth fromthis day
on January 16th. And the panel series event wll
be i ncluding nmenbers of the youth, youth | eaders,
community | eaders, police officers, police

| eaders, and other |eaders across the City. And
the goal of this panel is to create a -- to
create a panel where we can all cone together.

We can all talk to each other and where we can
have a better bridge of connection between the
Chi cago Police Departnment, nenbers of the
comunity, and nore inportantly to us, the
nmenbers of the youth community, that have -- fee
I i ke we have been inpacted and underrepresented
in these conversations.

So we would | ove for nenbers of the
Chi cago Police Board to be nore involved in our
activities.

And in terns of next steps, we
woul d I ove for you all to continue to reach out
to us and to see how we can build this bridge
bet ween our two conmunities, between youth
conmuni ties and between the Chicago Police
Departnment and police nenbers of the Cty.

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giving this opportunity to speak. And if you

O ficer Dyker has had severa
infractions prior. One of them being out of
state, where he was, | think, charged with
aggravated assault -- three charges of aggravated
assault, as well as resisting arrest.

He's al so had 24 separate
al | egati ons of m sconduct agai nst him

The City has already paid out and
settled a suit that a mnority has filed a couple
of years ago for, again, wongful arrest.

So what |'masking for today is for
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O ficer Dyker to be termnated. Sinply put.
Based on the procedures and policies that you
guys have in place, |I'"'msure that there -- you
know, | et me pause. Sorry.

Superi ntendent Brown, |'m aware
t hat COPA has closed their investigation and
their report and recommendati ons have been
provi ded to you.

"' m amazed to | earn of the nurder
of Ms. Andris Wfford. An off-duty Chicago cop,
Pierre Tyl er, has been charged with the hom ci de
of Ms. Wfford who has been found dead with a
fatal gunshot wound to her head foll ow ng an
argunent with O ficer Tyler.

Ms. Wofford had planned to break up
with him according to famly and police. This
is the nost dangerous tinme in donestic violence
cases where the wonen try to | eave a

rel ati onshi p.
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Ms. Wofford had filed a conpl ai nt
previ ously against the officer in the past
al | egi ng donestic violence. And while charges
weren't filed, CPD didn't do anything to prevent
further occurrences of donestic violence by
Oficer Tyler. | believe that CPD should have
taken his gun away after his known prior donestic
di sput e.

The Laut enberg Amendnent nmakes it a
felony for those convicted of donestic violence,
m sdeneanors, but police officers seemto be
exenpt fromthis lawwith a culture of silence
and intimdation, preventing domestic violence
conplaints to be properly charged and addressed.

Conpl ai nts of police donestic abuse
are notoriously underreported,
under -i nvesti gated, and under char ged.

CPD needs to take accountability to
properly investigate and prevent donestic
vi ol ence perpetrated by its officers even if
charges aren't filed.

| wish Ms. Wfford's famly ny
condol ences and hope they get justice for her

death. | wll be here to demand justice for M.
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Wfford and for CPD to address this
Vi ol ence- agai nst -wonen probl em

Wthin a two-week span of tine,
we' ve experienced ten shootings, five hom cides,
t hree aggravated batteries with a handgun, seven
vehi cl e hijacking incidents, 17 notor vehicle
thefts and 15 robberies in just one district.

We are respectfully asking for the
sane conpl enment as ot her Chicago areas are
recei ving who have a | ower anount of incidents as
conpared to our districts. W hope to get the
full conplenent of new police recruits finishing
training as stated of 20 new officers per
district, as our districts have been historically
training districts.

We woul d I'i ke pernmanent foot posts
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in our highest-crinme hot spot areas. W have ten
i n our area.

We are al so asking for dedicated
cars at these hot spots as a deterrent and nore
caneras and |icense plate readers.

And |ike other areas of Chicago, we
don't have private police groups to help. SSAs
are not functional as police officers in our
area, and we are not able to afford to pay the
hi gher off-duty police officers to secure our
areas.

Yet we have been on the ground with
CPD patrolling our gas stations, deterring
carjackings with our operation nei ghborhood
safety group, and wal king with CPD and t he Cook
County Sheriffs for a year

As stated above, we request nore
hel p for the above serious reasons.

We al so thank you for the pronotion
of Keith MImne, one of our favorites, to the
commander of the 4th District. But he, too, is
going to need nore resources, a community
organi zer, and a CAP sergeant woul d al so hel p.
