¢ In February 2021, 49 young people were processed at JISC, which is 81 percent fewer than the 262
during the same period in 2020.

= 2 youth (4%) were referred to City-Funded Case Management and CTTV workshop
= 1 youth (2%) was referred to CTTV workshop only
o 36 (73%) youth were referred to court
= 15 youth (31%) were detained
» 4 youth (8%) were referred to Home Confinement
= 17 youth (35%) were “other referred to court”’, meaning those not involving detention /
Suara Center / home confinement, but cases that will be prosecuted and not diverted.
e Drug abuse violations (15) and Motor vehicle theft (8) were the most frequent JISC-processed arrest
charges in February 2021. However, arrests for Drug abuse violations are down 57% compared to the time
period in 2020 and arrests for motor vehicle theft are down 62%.

o In February 2021 there were significant decreases in the proportion of youth released to adults (3 or 6%
of all cases in 2021 and 55 or 21% of all cases in 2020) and youth referred to City Funded Case
management (7 or 14% of cases in 2021 compared to 58 or 22% of all cases in 2020).

o In February 2021, the 11" District (21 youth) and 01 District (8 youth) were the most common arrest
locations for youth processed at JISC as compared to the 10" District (55 youth) and 11" District (51
youth) in February 2020.January 2021 and 2020 saw similar trends of most youth having few prior arrests
(29% or 18 youth had no prior arrest in 2021 and 38% or 84 youth in 2020).

o In February 2021, the Humboldt Park (12 youth), West Garfield Park (8 youth), and Loop (6 youth)
community areas were the most common arrest location for youth processed at JISC.

e February 2021 and 2020 saw similar trends of most youth having few prior arrests (29% or 14 youth had no
prior arrest in 2021 and 38% or 100 youth in 2020). For the year following their JISC-processed arrest 167
youth (64%) were not re-arrested in the following year.

2. Arrest Breakdown

Drug abuse violations (15) and Motor vehicle theft (8) were the most frequent JISC-processed arrest charges in
February 2021.

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3. Disposition Data

Of the most common disposition outcomes in February 2021, the most prominent station adjustment outcomes were City Funded Case Management (7
youth or 14% of cases) and Released to an Adult (3 youth or 6% of cases). For those who did not receive a station adjustment, 15 youth (30% of cases)
were detained and 4 youth (8% of cases) were referred to Home Confinement. 16 fewer youth were detained in February 2021 (15) compared to 31 in
February 2020. Meanwhile, compared to February 2020, in February 2021 there were significant decreases in the proportion of youth released to adults (3
or 6% of all cases in 2021 and 55 or 21% of all cases in 2020) and youth referred to City Funded Case management (7 or 14% of cases in 2021 compared
to 58 or 22% of all cases in 2020).

In February 2021, the 11™ District (21 youth) and 01 District (8 youth) were the most common arrest locations for youth processed at JISC as compared to
the 10™ District (55 youth) and 11" District (51 youth) in February 2020. All districts experienced a decrease in youth processed at JISC as compared to
the same time in 2020 and the 15™ District (-100% reduction), 08" (-95% reduction) and 10" District (-95% reduction) saw the most significant decrease in
location of youth arrests who result in being processed at JISC.

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In February 2021, Drug Abuse Violations (15 youth) and Motor Vehicle Theft (8 youth) were the most frequent JISC-processed arrest charges. Of the 15
youth arrested for Drug Abuse Violations, 14 were referred to court with 3 youth referred to home confinement, 3 being detained, and 8 being referred to
court only. Only 1 youth arrested for Drug Abuse Violations received a station adjustment and was referred to City Funded Case Management. Of the 8
youth arrested for Motor Vehicle Theft, 3 received station adjustments with 2 being referred to CTTV Workshop and Case Management and 1 being only
referred to the CTTV Workshop. Of the 5 youth arrested for Motor Vehicle Theft who did not receive a station adjustment, 4 youth were referred to court
and 1 youth was referred to Home Confinement.

While a youth’s movement time before arriving at JISC is the responsibility of CPD patrol officers in each district, this

analysis provides context for potential broader changes with youth interactions across CPD. Across the city for all

JISC districts during both the 2020 and 2021 periods, most youth were in transit (between arrest and arrival at JISC)

for less than 90 minutes, with 30-69 minutes being the most common. In February 2021, District 03 (2 youth), had

the most youth who were transported for the longest time whose movement was more than 300 minutes (5 hours).
